SPECIAL COMMITTEE ON CITYOFFICttS. 
To the Honorable Common Council: 

Your Special Committee, to whom was re^ 
ferred the question of city offices, beg leave to 
make the following re port; 

w e have considered the plans furnished by 
the City Engineer and have instructed him to 
draft a second set to include our recommen-
dftions. 

We consider the design preferable for t he 
foliowiug reasons: there are fewer al tera­
tions to be made, and the cost of making the 
necessary changes will be much less. I t will 
give the fire department the advantage of a 
wide street for exit or entrance, and the use 
of the present walk built for t ha t purpose at 
a great expense. 

That if at any fu ture time it is deemed de­
sirable to c ange the location of the city offi­
ces to another building, the contemplated 
a idition is so designed that two or even three 
new truck or engine rooms, with accommo­
dations for necessary horses cati be fitted up 
a t a small expense. 

I t gives ample accommodations for a city 
lock-up, with outside light and ventilation; a 
thing not accomplished by the first plan. 

There is also provided an extra stall to be 
used in case of sickness among the horses of 
the department. A wash room for the appa­
ratus of the depar tment Is designed immedi­
ately in connection with a tower for washing 
and drying hose. I t is also possible, with the 
second plan, to drive through the building 
from the rear to the front, an advantage in 
tak 'ng in hay, grain, etc. 

We therefore recommend: First t h a t t h e 
City Engineer be instructed to complete the 
second plan and furnish specifications for the 
same Second, tha t he furnish estimates for 
the construct!* n of the same. Third, that he 
include in his plans and estimates such alter­
ations in he present buildmg as will enable 
it to be properly beated by steam, and accom­
modate all necessary plumbing. That he fur­
nish est imates for excavating under the same 
and for replacing the present brick par­
tition walls with iron posts and s te ' l joists.
