To the Honorable Common Council: 
Your Spefiiil Committee appointed to in-

vesti^^ate the mat te r of a location for city and 
ward buildings in the first an-l second wa^ds, 
would respectfully report tha t they have had 
the mat ter under investigation and submit 
the following: 

Sub-committees were appointed to look up 
Fuitable sites and th*^ prices lor which tb jy 
could b"̂  obtained in each of the wards named. 
A number of locations were found well 
adapted to the upes of the city and the prices 
learned for which they could t>e obtained, and 
the same were reported to the full commit­
tee. 

From the reports of these sub-committees 
it is the opinion of your committee that at the 
present t ime there a re accessible to the city 
certain very desliable piecps of p' 'operty t ha t 
can be obtained at leasonable prices, which if 

. they are not now securei may soon pass 
into other uses and out of the reach of the 
city entirely. We feel that the city now ser­
iously needs to own its own office building, 
and tha t in the near future t ha t neea will be 
imperative. I t i-* therefore deemed by your 
committee tha the present time isexception-
ally propit 'ous for the city to secure a suitable 
location at a fair price. 

We therefore recommend to your honorable 
body tha t the Common Council ask the citi­
zens of Ann Arbor to rai^e by special tax the 
sum of $5,000, to purchase locations for build­
ings in the above wards. Your committee 
further recommend tha t when buildings are 

built upon such sites (if the tax ehall carry) 
t ha t they be built of brick.
