with the city eclerk,

The fact that the man Beck men-
tioned in the assignment may lLave
claimed to be a partner with Sharp &
Schultz does not affect the assign-
ment.

Persons who furnished labor or
material for the construction of said
lateral sewer and have not received
their pay from the contractors have a
right of action by virtue of the bond
in the hands of the city against Llenry
McMorran and R. C. Wargowsky as
sureties.
