"and declared to be a public nuisance, 
and det r imental to the public health. 

Resolved further tha t the city at tor­
ney be and is hereby directed to cause 
a bill toi be filed in the ciacuit coui-t 
for the county of Wash tenaw, in chan­
cery, praying for the aba tement of 
sucli public nuisance. 

Hami l ton moved that the reso-
luiti'on be amended to read Voxel's fer-
s laughter houses.
