ilAYO'R'.S MESSAGE. 
Mayor's Office, 

Ann Arbor, Mich., Oct. 15, '02. 
To the Honorable the Common Coun­

cil—Gentlemen: 
There is in our community such a 

feeling of apprehension concerning the 
question of fuel supply tha t it seemed 
wise to call you together in special ses­
sion to consider the m'iiitter. 

I have taken pains to investigate the 
condition of the coal and wood yards 
and am glad to reoprt that our people 
are not in immediate danger 'of suffer­
ing from want oif fuel. On yesterday 
afternoon the fuel dealers met at my 
request and after careful inventory of 
their resources reported as follows: 

They have in hand 3.050 cords of 
block wo:d and 1.430 tons of soft coal. 
While the usual winter supply of hai-d 
coai for our city is 20,000 tons, they 
have furnished but 10,000 tons. How­
ever, they have placed &n extraordi­
nary amount olf soft coal and wojd 
and estimate tha t our citiy.ens are sup­
plied with fully two-thirds of the nor­
mal amount of fuel. 

Furthermore, the dealers 'are still re­

ceiving soft coal and, while it is fur­
nished them at a price considerably 
abi:ive the amount it usually costs, 
they feel hopeful that it can be sup­
plied our people at a reasonable rate. 
;More than this, the dealers 'have 
authorized me to s ta te tha t they will 
furnish the city, a t absolute cost, all 
the fuel it needs to supply the poor of 
our community. 

Certainly this is a very generons 
offer. For gett ing fuel and handJing 
it, the dealers have facilities whicth 
cannot be quickly provided by the city 
itsellf. Undoubtedly, they can furnish 
the iSupply cheaper than we could get 
it by any other plan. 

After looking over the situation it 
seems to me our people are more in 
need ';:f suitable stoves than of fuel. 
Undoul>tedly many families have base-
burners and aii-e not provided with 
stoves suitable for burning wood and 
soft coal. The ordinary furnace, well 
cleaned and free fro'm leaks, will con­
sume soft coal. It requires more care, 
' f course, but the owner will at leaist 
not suffer from cold. I believe the 
warning should be given tha t in all 
probability soif̂  coai and wood will be 
the only available forms of fuel. 
Even though the strike is ended this 
week it will be three months, the deal­
ers say, before Ann Arb : r will receive 
hard coal. Every family must haive 
stoves suitable for wood or soft coal. 
From my standpoint that seems the 
chief dithculty a t present. 

T'he charter makes it our du^ty to 
provide for the pjor of the city. With 
l"he possibility of a shortage of fuel 
and consequent suffering, we can ill 
afford to take any cihances in the mat­
ter. The very least that can be done 
by your honorable body is the appoint­
ment tcif a committee to co-operate with 
the ovei^eer of the pooi* and to be 
made i-esponsible for accurate knowl­
edge of the fuel supply and the need'S 
Oif our citizens. We want no one of 
our people to freeze or even suft'er by 
re'ason of 'amy neglect of ours.
