Whereas, the grading and paving of 
tha t par t of Liberty street, within the 
limits aforesaid, is deemed and liere-
by declared to be a necessary public 
improvement; therefore. 

Resolved, and it is hereby declared 
to be the purpose of the common coun­
cil to cause Liberty street, within the 
limits aforesaid, to be graded and 
paved under ^ the charter and ordi­
nances of the city of Ann Arbor, and 
in pursuance of the prayer of said 
petitioners. 

Resolved further, tha t the cost and 
expense of the construction of such 
public iniproA^ement shall be charged, 
assessed and paid as follows: All 
street and public alley intersections, 
engineering expenses, and twenty per 
cent of the remainder, shall be charged 
to and paid from the street fund, and 
the remainder shall be assessed and 
paid by special assessment levied and 
assessed according to benefits on and 
against all the lands, tenements and 
premises lying on or fronting Liberty 
street, within the limits aforesaid. 

Resolved further, tha t the said peti­
tion along with this determination be 

and the same is hereby referred to the 
board of public works, with directions 
to report to the council with all con­
venient dispatch, suitable plans with 
si^ecitications for the said proposed 
impx'ovement, the kind and quality of 
material to be used therefor, together 
with an estimate of the probable cost 
and expense of such public improve­
ment.

specifications and bonds of the Na­
tional Bridge Company, on file in the 
City Clerk's office, were referred to 
me for an investigation and report 
upon the question whether the bonds 
are still operative and in force, or 
whether they ought to be given up or 
cancelled. 

I beg leave to report that the bond 
for the faithful performance of the 
contract ĥ ŝ been, so far as I am able 
to see, complied with, and might be 
safely cancelled; but the bond requir­
ed by the statute for the protection of 
the laborers and material men is still 
in force, and neither this council nor 
the board of public works are yet 
able to say to a certainty that no 
claims exist for which this bond was 
given to protect; and, while it is 
strongly probable that there are none, 
yet the law would seem to contem­
plate that this bond shall not be can­
celled, and, if it is, the city shall be 
held responsible for any claims that 
might exist which might be protected 
by the bond, and, therefore, it is better 
that the last named bond should not 
be cancelled.
