The Daily Times and the Ann Arbor 

Daily Argus will publish the proceed­
ings of the common council and board 
of public works and all ordinances 
and advertisements In both daily pa­
pers for the ensuing year for 27 cents 
a folio, for each of the two papers, 
and will publish the proceedings in 
pamphlet form for 25 cents a page. 

This joint bid is made for the pur­
pose of allowing the council proceed­
ings to reach all of the people of the 
city, very few of whom do not now 
take a daily paper. The council previ­
ous to this past year paid 50 cents a 
folio for one paper for a year, and 
previous to that the price had been 
62 cents a folio for one paper. The 
price last year of 30 cents a folio for 
one daily was made as the result of 
a bitter cut throat war and was such 
a rate as no paper with any circula­
tion could continue. The present rate
