Whereas, For a long period of time
there has been much dissatisfaction
existing is this ecity In regard to the
water supply therecf; and

Where s, Complaints have been
made rhat the Ann Arbor Water Co.
have charged excessive rates, made
arbitrary regulations, furnished un-
wholesonie wa‘er, at insufficient
press re; and

Whereas, Differenc:s have arisen
betwezn the city and the Water Co.
s to the rights of the city, and the
duty of the Water Co., arising un-
der its contract with the ecity; and

Whereas, Petitions have bezn filed
with this btody, suggestirg various
remedies and urging the adoption
of varicus lines of action; and

Where- s, It ‘s admitied - by the
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counsel of the Water Co. that the
city may recoup itself for any dam-
ages suffered by it by failure of the
Water Co. to comply with {its con-
tract, by deducting the amount
theresf from any sums alleged to be
due the Water Co., for services here-
tofore rendered; and

Whereas, It is understood that the
city attorney and some of the mem-
bers of this council are interested in
the Water Co.; and

‘Whereas, It sezms best for all con- |
cerned to have the whole subjecti
fully ‘nvestigated and reported on |
w th reccommendations, by ga special |
committee, comgposed of persons a.s‘t
nearly disinterested as possible;

Thevefore, Pe it rzsolved by the
Common Council of the City of Ann
Artor, 4s follows:

1. That a joint committee, com-
rosed ¢f seven members of this coun-
cil who hold over after the next|
election, and the following persons,
citizens of the city, Henry S. Dean,
C,renus G. Darling, Gottlob Luick,
Israel C. Russell, B. Frank Olinger,
-Horace I.. Wi'gus, and Joseph B.
Davis. bLe appointed to investigate
fully the whole situation relative to
the water supply of the city, and at
such tiine as is possible te report to
this body with recommendations.

2. That such joint commiites be
specially directed to enquire into
and report upon, with recommenda-
tions, .

(1). The legal rights of the city
and th2 inhabitants thereof, and the
legal dutlies of the Water Co. under,
its contract with the city, with the
pest meihods of protecting the for-
mer and enfcrecing the latter;

(2). Whether or not, and if so to
what ex'ent and in what particulars,
the Co'upany has heretofore vio-
lated, or iz now vidlating, its duties
to the city or its inhabitants;

(3). The preszent, and all available,
sources of supply of water to the
c'ty, together with the geological,
sanitary, and other qualities and con-
di'ions co:nected therewith;

(4). The power and authority of
tke ci'y te coastruct water works of
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its own, and the best method of pro-
ceeding therein;

(5). The probable cost of con-
structing new and up-to-date works
adequate to the satisfactory present
and future supply of the city and its
inhabitants, and for adequate fire
protect on;

(6). The probable expense of oper-
aling the same;

(7). The prcbable rates at which
water could then be furnished to the
city and its inhabitants;

(8). The fair and reasonable value
cf the plant of the present Water
Co.;

(Y). The probable cost of making
it adeguaats to the prezent and future
needs of the city and its inhabitants;

(10). What would be reasonable
rates to be charged by such com-
rany should the works be so per-
fected;

(11). The price at which
works could be purchacsed;

(12). Such -other matters relative
to tke surply of the city and the in-
hatitants with water as to such
committee shall seem necessary or
des.rable.

3. That s=said committee shall have
authority to ask any justice of the
peace, and the request of the council
to comply therewith is hereby made,
to issue subpoenas or process of war-
rant to compel the attendance of per-
sons and the production of books
and papers before said committee
and said committee may compel wit-
nesses to testify, and the chairman
thereof may administer the neces-
sary caths, ‘

4, That the payment of all bills al-
legzd to b2 due to the Water Co., by
the c:ty, be deferred until report by
said committee as to the rights of
the city therein be made to this
body, and further action taken there-
0.1,

5. That this bodv deems the view
taken by the presideut of the Water
Co., ana communicated, .by the au-
thority of the board of directors
thereof, to this body at its last meet-
ing, to be virtual repudiation of the
duties of such company under its

such
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contract w:th the city, and as notice
to the ¢ity of an intention to aband-

on the full performance of such con-

tinu nz duties by said company, and
the city is thereby released from all
turther obligations to such company
thereunder.

6. That during the investigation
above ordered, the supply of water
oy the company. and the acceptance
thercof by the city, shall in no way
aifect the right of the city to claim
it has been released from the provis-
‘ons of the contract herztofore exist-
ing by the action of said company, or
to annul and cancel the same, and to
revoke all the alleged exclasive
rights claimed thereunder by such
company, if the facts when fully as-
certained shall, in the judgment of
this council justify such action.

7. That said committee may hold
their mesztings with open or closed
doors as to them shall be deemed
best, but they shall keep a complete
record of their proceedings, and a
copy thereof shall be deposited with
the city clerk along with the report
and recommendations of the commit-
tee, when the'r work 1s completed.

8. That a copy of these resolutions
be given to said Water Co., and that
it shall be given such opportunity to
be hearu betore the committee here-
by appointed as it shall choose to
accent.

Ald Fischer ofered a substitute res-
olution which was not supported.

Ald. Schlenker offered the follow-
ing substitute:
