COMMUNICATIONS.
Mayor’s Message,

“ann Arbor, Mich., April 18, 1919.

“Tou the Honorabie the Common Coun-
cil:
“Gentlemen:

“You are aboul to assume the bur-
dens of anoiners year’'s work for our
city, and I trusc your efforts will ne
as progressive and as successful as
th«y have been in the year just cins-

ed. For the past yvear I have given
the strictest aitention to your pro-
ceedings and ' I wish to assure you

that I apprecinte the work you have

accomplished. You have had at all
times the wel’sre and bhest interests
of the city ar heart and yon en-

deavored to make every advancement
possible in so far as your limited
means would allow,

“To those who are close observers,
and have made a study of municipal
affairs, it is readily understood how
difficult it is to maintain a gvowing
city and keep everything in first-class
condition. Conditions are continually
changing, and as a result many things

are needed today that people little
thought of a decade ago. 1t is only
by keeping up with the latest im-

provements that we can hope to have
a city as good as the best. T could
suggest a number of recommendations
that would improve conditions here,
but as it is impossible to carry out
such recommendations with the
amount of taxes we should raise, 1T
will call your attention to a few of
our immediate needs.

Public Health.

“T helieve that one of the most im-
portant duties of the city is to pro-
tect and safeguard the health of our
citizens. Causes of epidemics and the
spread of disease should be prevented.
At present I believe our city is one
of the healthiest in Michigan and it
should be our endeavor to Kkeep this
high standard. We have always had
a good supply of pure milk and water
and it should be the duty of the
hoard of health to see to it, that the
quality of both the milk and water
used for domestic purposes is kept at
the highest degree of purity possible.
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If tests will prove that the ozonizing
plant which the water company is in-
stalling does not so purify the water
that it is safe to drink without boil-
ing, then the water company should
be prevented from using river water.

“The outdoor closets in some por-
tions of our city have proved to be
a nuisance and deleterious to the
health of the neighbors, who them-
selves have their houses connected
with the sanitary sewer. The time
has come when these outhouses should
be removed, and all houses, in the
closely settled sections of the city,
should be connected with the sanitary
sewer,

The Detention Hospital. '

“The city has a building which it
purchased to be used as a detention
hospital. This building is not prop-
erly furnished or equipped for use,
and I believe that it should either be
put in such condition that it can be
used when occasion arises, or else it
should be disposed of, and a suitable
one erected. I wish you could in
some way secure the co-operation of
the board of regents in this matter.
The university, it seems to me, is as
greatly in need of a hospital of this
kind as the city. Their interests are
mutual and by working together, I
believe some satisfactory arrangement
can be made.

“The Anti-Tuberculosis
very active and is doing everything
possible to aid the sick and needy,
and to prevent the spread of the dread
disease of tuberculosis in our city. I
commend them and the other organi-
zations that are supporting the visit-
ing nurse, for their work, and ask
vour honorable body to give them all
the encouragement you can.

Finances.

“One vear ago in my communica-
tion to the council, T recommended
the practice of the strictest economy
in the administration of the city’'s af-
fairs, in order that our tax rate should
be kept as low as possible, consistent

society is

with our immediate needs and im-
provements. I again repeat that

recommendation, for I believe that a
low tax rate is one of the hest pro-
moters of growth for a city. Although
the city tax rate last vear was raised
eight cents on a thousand dollars of
assessed valuation, T believe that dur-
ing the past year the city was con-
ducted in an economical manner and
at the same time taking care of the

necessary and permanent improve-
ments, such as improving our streets
and crosswalks, the enlarging and
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building of new culverts, placing more
electric lights and gas lights in the
streets and putting in a number of
new fire hydrants. The city clerk’s
annual report shows that we lived
within our income, and it has been
several years since the city’s finances

were in as good shape as they are
now, We cannot help a feeling of
pride in the fact that the city's tax

rate, over which alone we have con-
trol, has shown much less increase
in the past few years, than any other
tax rate, which makes up the total
of taxes imposed upon our citizens.
Had it not been for the unfortunate
collapse of the Wall street bridge,
the rebuilding of which will cost about
$10,000, and which cost will have to be
levied in one assessment, as we have
no authority to issue bonds for that
purpose (which I believe should have
been done as it is a permanent im-
provement), it would not be neces-
sary to raise any more money this
vear to conduct the city's affairs than
we did last vear, and also to pay for
$10,000 of city bonds coming due
this year. 1 do not wish to be under-
stood as advocating the practice of
economy to such an extent that it will
stop necessary improvements, for that
would be false economy and a step
backward, but will ask vou to use
yvour best judgment in the expenditures
of the city’s money, so that we will
improve conditions here, and the wel-
fare of the city advanced as much as
possible, and at the same time live
within our income. 1If it should he
necessary to make any extraordinary
expenditure, it should be submitted to
a vote of the people for their approv-
al, and large contracts should not bhe
issued for some future council to pay.
It should be our endeavor to so con-
duct the affairs of our city, that the
sSoard of Commerce in their com-
mendahle efforts in bhoosting Ann Ar-
bor, can consistently say that there
is only one Ann Arbor, the finest resi-
dential city, where the city tax rate is
lower than in any other city where
the same advantages are offered.

Streets, Culverts, Bridges and  Side-

walks,

“Our streets will need vour careful
attention at all times. All the streets
should be carefully examined so that
at all times they are in good condition
and safe for public travel. While we
spent considerable time and money on
our streets last vear, it seems to me
that it is almost impossible to keep
our streets in good condition until we
are able to devise some good means,
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whereby to compel corporations and
others who tear up our streets to put
them back in as good condition as
they found them. Some of our streets
it will be difficult to keep in good
condition without paving them, and
while I do not wish to be understood
as advocating the paving of the streets
in the residence sections, yet 1 believe
that for the best interests of the city
that Washtenaw avenue and probably
Packard stre2t and West Huron street
should be paved. I would recommend
that some city officer be requested to
circulate a petition among the prop-
erly owners on those streets to ascer-
tain if they would favor paving..

“Grades should be established in
our streets for sidewalk curbs and
gutters that shall be uniform for all
time to come.

“The dust nuisance in our streets
is a problem that must be solved, if
we wish to maintain the claim that
Ann Arbor is the finest residential city
of its size. 1If the experiment that is
now being made on some of our
streets with calcium chloride for lay-
ing the dust, proves successful, it
should be extended throughout the
city. 1If the test does not prove suc-
cessful, T would recommend the try-
ing of petroleum on some of our
streets,.

“Our bridges and culverts should
he frequently inspected by the city
engineer and it should be the duty
of the street commissioner to see that
the sidewalks are frequently inspect-
ed, so that there can bhe no charge of
neglect on the cityv's part in case of
anyv accident.

“l trust that we will be able to se-
cure more improvements in our street

car service during the coming year
than in the one just closed. A year
ago we had a conference with the

railway officials in reference to im-
proving the service here and about all
the concessions we received were a
lot of promiseg, although they did re-
paint the old cars and put fenders on
them as requested.

*arks and Boulevards.

“T take this opportunity to again
commend the work of our park com-
missioners, for the extensive improve-
ments they have made in our park
and boulevard syvstem. Their work
of heautifying the city and of extend-
ing the park system and providing
recreation grounds will stand as the
best evidence of their interest in the
citv's welfare. The grounds already
secured should be gradually improved
and Kept up and T believe that you
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will give the park commission every
assistance you can in their endeavor
to give Ann Arbor the finest park and
boulevard system of any city of its
size,

Fire Department,

“We now seem to have an efficient
fire department. The discipline in the
department is good, and the small
loss from fires during the past years
shows that the firemen are attending
to their duties, Every effort has been
made to hring the fire department up
to the highest standard of efficiency,
and I trust that it will always be Kept
there. There are a number of new
kinds of fire apparatus that we could
use here, but 1 believe that the most
important need of the department at
present is another horse to be added
to the team used to draw the fire
engine, so that when there is occasion
to take it to a fire it can bhe gotten
there without too much loss of time.

Police Depariment.

“Qur police deparment is also in
good shape, in fact I helieve that the
police department has, in the past
three years, shown greater improve-
ment than any other department, A
numhber of alley lights have been in-
stalled which greatly assist in giving
better protection. The officers are
now all uniformed and supplied with
all necessary equipments (inctuding
electric flash lights). There is one
or more officers always on duty, both
day and night, and I believe the de-
partment is well equipped to take care
of most cases that arise. Of course
we have no patrol wagon, neither do
1 see the immediate necessity for one.
A rearrangement of the telephone
system so that an officer can be called
at all times of the day and night, is
all that I think the department needs
at present,

“Considering the numher of police-
men, I helieve our city is the most
orderly of its size. The ordinance
governing saloons is one of the most
effective in this state and is well en-
forced. 1t is due to those who obey
the law as well as to the public, that
the counecil should promptly refect
any application for licenses of those
who do not cheerfully ohey the regu-
lations imposed hy the state law and
Oour own ordinances,

Charter Amendments,

“There has been much discussion in
reference to charter amendments, and
even to charter revision. Tt seems to
me that with a few amendments our
present charter will answer for the
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city’'s needs for several years. 1 be-
lieve that the most important amend-
ment necessary is to give the people
of our city the authority to vote on
the issuing of bonds for public im-
provement, should they desire to do
so. I also believe that the charter
should give the council the right to
raise the necessary amount of money
to run the city instead of being ab-
liged to raise some of the amount for
the city’s need, by state law.

“I believe that we all realize the
important duty that has been entrust-
ed to us, and I trust that all city
officers and emploves, bhoth elective
and appointive, will work together in
giving Ann Arbhor a good, business-
like administration.
