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Coniinittoe on Detention Hospital. 
To th3 Honorable the Conrmon 

Council: Gentlemen—Your commit­
tee, to whom was referred the mat te r 
of bonding the city for 1^25,000 for a 
contagious disease hospital, to be 
built by the University of Michigan 
on a site furnished by them, report 
that the Board of Itegents and youi 
committee have agreed upon the fol­
lowing: 

On condition tha t the city of Ann 
Arbor will furnish and turn over to 
the Regents of the University of 
Michigan, $25,000 for the purpose of 
building a contagious disease hospital 
in said city, the University of Mich­
igan agrees to furnish a site for the 
same, build a hospital to cost at least 
the aforesaid amount , and will equip 
and maintain it in perpetuity, fur­
nishing necessary medical a t tendance 
and nursing. 

Such hospital shall be open at any 
and all t imes for the reception of any 
patients taken sick in the city of Ann 
Arbor with a contagious disease. The 
number of such patients shall be li'ni-
ited only by the full capacity of such 
hospital. The rates charged by the 
University shall always be in accord­
ance with those charged other pa­
tients in the other University hospi­
tals receiving similar accommoda­
tions. 

When sucJi hospital shall not be in 
use, either in whole or in part, for 
the care of contagious disease pa­
tients, the University shall be free to 
make use of such par t of it as is not 
occupied as the Regents may see fit. 
Rules for the control of the hospital 
shall be made by the Board of Re­
gents.

igan. 

On condition tha t the city of Ann 
Arbor will furnish and turn over to 
the Regents of the University of Mich­
igan $2 5,000, for the puri>ose of 
building a contagions disease hospital 
in said city, the University of Mich­
igan agrees to furnish a site for the 
same, build a hospital to cost at least 
the aforesaid amount , and will equip 
and mainta in it in perpetuity, fur­
nishing necessary medical at tendance 
and nursing. 

Such hospital shall be open at any 
and all t imes for the recex)tion of any 
patients taken sick in the city of Ann 
Arboi with a contagious disease. The 
number of such patients shall be lim­
ited only by tiie full capacity of such 
hospital. The rates charged by the 
University shall always be in accord­
ance with those charged other pa­
t ients in the other University hospitals 
receiving similar accommodations. 

W^hen such hospital shall not be in 
use, eitiier in whole or in part, for 
the care of contagious disease pa­
tients, the University shall be free to 
miake use of such par t of it as is not 
occupied as the Regents may see fit. 
Rules for the control of the hospital 
shall be made by the Board of Re­
gents.
