Ordinance Commiitee

Ald. Johnson presented the fol-
lowing ordinance which was given
its third reading:

An Ordinance Relative to a San-
itary Sewer on Third Street Be-
tween West Washington and West
Huron Streets, in the City of Ann
Arbor.

Whereas, a sanitary sewer has
been constructed on Third street
between West Washington and
West Huron streets for a distance
of 232 feet north of the intersec-
tion of West Washington street
and Thiid street, and,

Whereas, most ¢f the property
in the vicinity of said sewer has
been prev ously assessed for a
sanitary sewer and the-e’ore could
not again be assessed for such a
sewer, and

Whereas, it would be unfa'r to
the remainder of the property
owners in said sewer district to
assess the entre c¢ st of said
sewer against their property, and

Whereas, the said sewer was
ordered in by the Health Officer
of the C'ty of Ann Arbor,

Now, therefore the Common
Council of the City of Ann Arbor
orda n;

Section 1. The Common Coun-
cil having deemeq it expedient to
construct a sanitary sewer on
Third street between West Wash-
ington and West Huron streets for
a distance of 232 feet north of the
intersection of West Washington
street and Third street, and pro-
ceed.ngs have been had as provid-
ed in an ord nance entitled, “An
Ordinance Relative to Sewers.

Providing for a System of Lateral
and Connecting Sewers in the City
of Ann Arbor” the Common Coun-
cil may appropriate for the costs
of construction of said sanitary
sewer work such an amount of the
costs thereof as the Common
Council shall deem just for the
C.ty to pay in add.tion to the cost
of street crossings and may make
such appropriations by suitable
resolut ons.

Aannual Report of Water Works
Department
To the Hono-able Mayor and‘

Common Council of the City ot

Ann Arbor, Michigan:

Gentlemen: The Board of
Water Commiss.oners have the
honor to present herewith the
tenth Annual Report of the Water
Works - Department, covering the
fisca! year from February 1, 1923,
to January 31, 1924. The past
yvear has been a very satisfactorv
one for the Ann Arbor Water
Work Department. An adequate

.supp'y of artesian. water has beell

furnished to meet all demands of
the Water Works system. The
revenues of the Department have
been  suffic'ent to pay all operat-
ing expenses, the interest on out-
s'anding bonds. the principal on
ronds due, with a Surplus ].eft
wh'ch has been used in r_nak!ng
the extensions to the distribution
~wvatem as have been required by
the growth of the city. _
The rapid growth of the city
during the nast few years con-
t'nued *+hrough the last vear with
everv prosnect of the growth con-
tinued. There has been an In-
crease in the number of consum-
ara of 227 heing onlv 20 less than
the preced’'ng vear. which was the
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highest in the history of the De-
partment. The amount of water
pumped was- 25 per cent more
than that pumped during the pre-
ced.ng year and was occasioned
by the extremely dry summer sea-
son and ‘by the growth of the city.

Your Board of Water Commis-
sioners have endeavored to meet
the growth of the c.ty by addi-
tions to the distribution system as
required, and dur.ng the past year

have replaced 2,950 feet oi
wrought iron mains with 6g-inch
cast .ron du.ing the course of the

extensions to the Water Works
system. The amount of new cast
iron mains added to the d stribu-
t.on sys em during the past year
was 50 per cent greater than dur-
ing the previous year, wh ch had
then held the high record The
elevated stee! reservoir c<n Me-
dallion St.eet, which had been ou:
of serv.ce for severa. years, has
been removed. The principal .m-
provements 10 the Water Works
system that will need serious con-
s.detat:on dur ng the next two
vears are the fo.l1 wing: The ware-
house, wo.k snop and storage fa-
cisities for the Department sup-
plies and materials are now lo-
ca.ed at the No. 2 Pumping Sta-
ton and are fa rly satisfactory at
piresent oLu. requ.re teaming or
t.uck.ng or a.l mater.als. The De-
partment has endeavored to hold
these cos.s to a minimum by de-
livering the cast i.on pipe for the
extension of the d.str buton sys-
tem directly to the streets. We are
of the opin on tithat it wou.d be
desiraple .or the Department

a ‘site’ for the warehouse and work
shop adjacent to the railroad so
that pipe and ‘supply storage
might be had w.thout rehandl ng
ang without the necessity of deliv-
tr ng p pe as recelved d rectly
the streets, )
The Chubb Road Reservcir is
a small! open bas n constructed of
ear.h and lined with boulders. It
is the opnon of your commis-
sioners that the capacity of this
reservoir, which ‘s now much less
than crne day's average.usage of
water, be materially increased and
that the reservoir be lined with
concete. divideq to facllitate
cleaning. and covered to keep the
wat°r coo' and prevent the for-
mation of algae growth to which
artesian water ‘s susceptible.

to
acqu.re at the earliest opportunity.

to
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The Water Works Department
is continuing the accumulation of
data and information relative to
water softening and the removal
of dissolved iron from the water,
but have not as yet reached the
point of making definite recom-
mendationg relat've to these mat-
ters

The work that has been accom-
plished by the Water Works De-
partment in the last year is taken
up under appropriate headings in
the discussion follow:ng:

Water Supply:

During the past year the No. 3

(Steere Faim) Pumping Sta-
tion furnished 88.5 per cent
of the total amcunt of water

used in the City. Had it not been
for the break in the supply main
from the No. 3 Station to the City,
necess tating a shut-down of the
No. 3 Station for a 'per.od of
about three weeks, about 93.5 per
cent of the total water would
have been supplied from this sta-
ticn. The No. 2 Pumping Station
was not operated for supply.ng
water to the system ‘during the
vear Excepting for a” short pe-
riod in May ang June, all of the
water pumped .nto the distribu-
tion system was artesian’ well
water. During the three weeks’
shui-down of the No. 3 Station
chlor nated river water was sup-. -
plied.

During the year the injunction
suit brought the previous year
against the City and Water De-
partment by the farmers, claim-
ing dam&age to itheir lands py the
redrawal of water in the vicin ty

of No. 3 (Steere Farm) Pumping
Station, was reopened for testi-
mcny, but the decision from the

Court has not been made.

The ather dry summer which
materially decreased ‘the supply of-
the artesian wells in" the Steere
Farm d.strict. as well as very ma-
ter'ally increasing the amount of
water used in the City, gave .the
water supply source of the City its
most severe test since beginning
operations at this plant, but no
difficu'ty was occasioned in cb-
tain'ng an adequate water supply
from this source. The jncreased
delivery of water from the No. 3
Pumping- Station was 25 per cent
over that of the preceding year;
and while it is probable that a
port'on of this increase was due
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to the rarticular season condi-
tiong. preva.ling, nevercheless a
considerable part of the increase
was due to the increas:ng growth
and consequent use of water in
the City, and should this rate of
growth be maintained in the fu-
ture it will be necessaly to aug-
ment the present water supply.
Pumping P.ants:

THE NO. 1 PUMPING STATION
is located near the Barton Dam,
abcut one-half mile outs'de of the
northwest corner of the City.
This station hag installed one

‘5,000,000 gallon per day electrec

motor driven centrifugal pump
and one 2,500,000 gallon per day
steam driven pumping engine.
This plant ‘s maintained solely as
a reserve station for use in case
cf large fires or other serious
emergencies that would overtax
the other pumping stations. The
plant is operated a short t'me
each day to deliver the artesian
water col.ected at ths station.
thereby keeping the reserve pumps
in 1unning cond.tion.,

The necess ty of such a staticn
was demonsirated during the lat-
ter part of May of the past year
when an elbow of the 20” main
supply pipe from the No. 3 Pump-
ing Stat on pulled out because of
the softened conditicn of the
g-ound due to saturation by sur-
face water, thus necessitating the
shut-down of this station dur ng
the period of repair. The No. 1
Station was ‘mmediately put into
regu’ar service supply ng the City
with nn interruption with water
from the Barton pond treating
the water w'th liquid chlorine to
eliminate anv  harmful Dbacteria
#-om the chlor'nat‘ng apparatus
which has heen cont'nuously
maintained at this station for sev-
eral vears for emergency.

*THE NO 2 PUMPING STA-
TION, located (n West Washing-
ton Street entirely within the City
Limits contains an electric motor
dr.ven centr fugal pump of 550,000
gallons per day capac ty. The
water supply of this station is not
entirely satisfactory because the
development of the City has so
closely hemmmed in the area from
which water has been taken, hence
this station has not been operated
to supply water for the City since
February of 1922, a'though main-
ta‘ned ‘n readiness to operate frr
emergency w'th chlorinating ap-

paratus ready for use shou!d the
station bé operated. : o

THE N. 3 PUMPING STA-
TION, located aboui three mules
south o. the City on State Street
at the so-called Steere Farm, has
installed 1wo electric moto- driven
centrifugal pumps of 3,700,000
gallons per day capacity each.
Up to the present time these pump-
ing units are operated alternately.
It has not been found necessaiy
to operate both pumpg at the
same time, even wh le supply ng
the maximum demand of the City
to date. The average da ly pump-
age, however, during January
this year exceedeq 3.000 000 gal-
lons per day at this staticn; hence
it_ is un'ikely that the entire sta-
tion .capacity might be needed in
meet ng the daily demand which
might occur dur ng the coming
season,

Distribut’on System:

_]_)uring the year the largest ad-
ditions to the distr.bution mains
were made since the beginn.ng of
operat ons of the plant, exceed ng
last year'’s 1eccrd which was the
previous high by 50 per cent.
thfere having been 21 367 feet of
6-inch and 274 feet of §-inch cast
iron man laid, and 21 fire hy-
drants added. All mains were laid
by the Water works Department,
using the trenching machine
wh'ch was purchased the prevous
year, and which has made it pos-
sible for the Department to take
care of all extensions of the dis-
tribution system.

Satisfactory waler pressure is
generally maintained in all par.s
of - the- C.ty, although the great
development occur.ng at the sev-
eral -edges of the City may require
the addition of trunk feeder mains
to these sections. :

During the fiist part of June
after the repair of the ma.n from
the No. 3 Pumping Station, the
entire distribut'on system was
thoroughly flushed to remove so
far as poss ble the accumulated
iron which had been deposited.
Considerable water was used for
thig purpose, making the June
pumpage higher than normal for
the month. The results of the
flushing, however, were particu-
larly good, in that it cleared up a
number of cases where a great
usage of water through smaller
size ma‘ns had occasioned turbu-
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ience and discoloration at the cus-
iomers’ fixtures.
Meters:

All customerg tak.ng water from
the Water Works System are me-
tered. The water wused for the
flush tanks of the sewer system
and that used for fire fighting
purposes, street flushing and for
main flushing is not metered. The
per capita consumption of water
in this City is rather difficult to
determine because of the varia-
ble population 1t, however, has
been est mated on the basis of the
best in.o:mation the Department
could obtain the consumption to
range fiom 85 gailons per capita
to 127; the .ower figure probably
represent ng normal usage with-
out sprinkling and withcut wast-
age of water to prevent some
household fixtuies from freez ng,
whi.e the h gher figure is occa-
s.oned by the usage of water fo.
spr nkling and to prevent fixtures
freezing.

Upon the installation of meters
the wastage was reduced and in
about 1921 the City rece-ved the
maximum effect in reduction of
was.age from the uyse of meters.
S.nce that time the growth of the

City has increaseqd the usage of
water continuously.
The rates now chaiged for

water ycu. Commiss on believe to
be fair and very satisfactory. The
revenue derived s sufficient to pay
the expenses of the Department.
the interest on the bonds. the
principal of the bonds that were
due, w.th a surplus which has
been used in making extensions to
the d stribution system. A lesser
water rate to customers would re-
quire obtaining much more of the
money for extens'ons from other
sourcas while a higher rate is
not required wunless unforeseen
contingenc'es would necessitate an
increased revenue to meet the ex-
penses of the Department.
Financial;

The total revenues from opera-
tions of the Department- during
the past fiscal year amount to
$146 244.47, or a gain of 9 per
cent over the income of last year.
During th's period the cost of op-
eration and maintenance of the
Department hag increased 15 per
cent, being prmarily the result of
increase in power cost and main-
tenance expense The total capital
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expenditures .added to the Water
Works System during the year
amount to $58,592.35, of which
$567,744.73 was from earnings and
$84_7.62 from bonds. There re-
ma.ns on hand $28,027.40 of un-
issued bonds and unexpended
amounts “receiveq from bondsg for
the construction of the No. 3
Pumping Station and for the pur-
c:hase of water rights at the stoa-
tion. A summary of the financial
operaticns is shown in the fol-
lowing table.

Conclusions:

In conclusion we would com-
mend to you the effic'ent and will-
