Ordinance Coniniitte.* 
Aid. Johnson presented the fol­

lowing ordinance, which was given 
its third reading: 

An ord nance to amend an ordin­
ance entitled, "An ordinance to 
regu ate and control the driving of 
automobiles, motor vehic.es and 
other vehicles within the city of 
Ann Arbor," passed August 21, 
1911, approved August 23rd, 1911, 
amended November 15th, 1915; 
amended Sept. 15th, 1919; amend­
ed May 17th, 1920; amended Sep­
tember 4, 1922. 

The Common Council of the city 
of Ann Arbor Oidain, 

Section 1. That section two of 
an oid^nance enftled, "An Ordin­
ance to Regul:ite and Con.rol the 
Dr ving of Automobiles, Motor 
Veh cles and Other Vehicles with-

^m'^the City of Ann Arbor," passed 
August 21st, 1911 approved August 
23rd, 1911, amended November 
15th, 1915; amended September 
15 h, 1919; amended May 17th, 
1920; amended September 4, 1922, 
be and the same is hereby amend­
ed to read as follows: 

Section 2. The owner, operator, 
driver or person in charge of any 
cart, dray, wagon, hackney coach, 
omnibus, automobile, motor cycle, 
motor vehicle, carriage or other 
vehicle, except street cars, used, 
propelled or driven upon any 
street, alley or public place of the 
corporation shall conform to and 
observe the following rules of the 
road: 

1. All vehicles shall be driven 
in a careful manner, and with due 
regard for the safety and conveni­
ence of other vehicles and of 
pedestrians. 

2. Every vehicle shall keep on 
the right side of the road or street, 
except when necessary to turn to 
the left in crossing or in overtaking 
another vehicle. 

3. Vehicles going m opposite di­
rections shall pass each other on 
the right. 

4. Every vehicle overtaking an­
other vehicle shall keep to the left 
of the overtaken vehicle in pass­

ing, but must not interfere wlih 
traffic f- om the opposite direction, 
nor puU over to the right before 
entirely clear of the overtaken 
vehicle. 

5. Vehicles turn ng to the left 
into another street shall pass to the 
right of and beyond tha center of 
street intersections, before tu: ning 
and in congested districts where 
traffic policemen are stationed î t 
street intersections, an approachn,^ 
automobile op vehicle shall s g n ^ ' 
the officer and shall not pass 3U':li 
officer unt.l receving propei 
signal from said officer. ' 

6. No veh'cle shall be driven 
through a procession except with 
the permission of a police officer. 

7. Every driver of a vehicle, 
when such vehicle s approaching a 
street car stopping for the purpose 
of taking on or dschurging pas­
sengers, shall stop the same urtil 
such car shall have taken on or 
discharged its passengers and again 
started. Every driver of a vehicle 
when such vehicle is passing a 
street car standing on a switch or 
not in mot on, and routed in the 
same direction as the said vehicle 
is traveling and such car is not 
taking on or discharging pas^=eng-
ers, shall give some signal plainly 
visible or audible before ^a^a ng 
said car. Provided that a pore on 
of each s-reet hereinafter named 
where the street cars are required 
to stop to receive or discharge 
passengers described as a s rip oi 
the street six feet in width lyint^ 
outside and adjacent to an I 
parallel w t h the outer car roil 
and running from the hither lot 
line sixty feet from th^ ptreet in'er-
section shall be deemed a ia:ety 
zone and it shall be a violation of 
the provisions of this ordinance to 
drive into said safety zones vvhile 
persons are wa't ing for passage on 
any street car or alighting there­
from. The above mentioned safety 
zones shall be establ'shed at the 
following places: At the jorner of 
Main and Huron streets, corner of 
Main and Washington streets cor­
ner of Liberty and Main streets. 
corner of Main and William 
streets, and at the corner of Wil­
liam and State streets, and such 
other places as the Common Coun­
cil may from time to time bĵ  res­
olution designate. 

8. A vehicle shall not stop on 
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a crosswalk nor within a roadway 
intersection. 

,9. No vehicle shall stop on any 
street, except within one foot of 
the curb or in any such way as to 
obstruct free passage on the street, 
provided that this rule shall not 
apply when a driver of a vehicle 
is compelled to stop by reason of 
rule 7 of this section. 

10. No vehicle shall make any 
*tuin on Or cross any thoroughfare 
^ t a greater rate of speed than 
fifteen miles an hour. 

11. Any person or persons op-
"^a t ln^ or driving any motor vehi­
cle or other vehicle shall, at the 
•intersection of any public street 
or highway, within the limits of 
the city of Ann Arbor, keep to the 
right of the inteisection of the 
center of such street or h ghway 
when turning to the right and pass­
ing to the right or such intersec­
tion when turning to the left. 
When vehicles approach an inter-
secticn of two or more public 
streets or highways the vehicle 
approach.ng from the right of 
dr ver shall have the right of wf̂ y. 
Provided, however, that the fol­
lowing stieets shall be and are 
hereby designated as ' t h rough 
traffic s treets": 

Washtenaw avenue, 
Twef th street from North Uni­

versity avenue to Huron street. 
East Hurt-n street from Twelfth 

s reet to Main street. 
West Huron street. 
South Main sti eet to Packard 

street, 
Packard street. 
North Main street. 

and on wh ch traffic shall have 
right of way at all intersections 
except those of state trunk line 
highways; at intersecting state 
t runk line highways the driver at 
the light shall have right of way 

Motor vehicles approaching 
"through traffic'* streets shall 
come to a full stop before enter­
ing the intersection of said 
"through traffic" streets. "Full 
stop" being hereby defined to 
mean that the vehicle shall not be 
in motion Any person operating 
a motor vehicle shall approach all 
street intersections in a careful 
and prudent manner . 

12. Vehicies moving slowly 
shall keep as near as may be con­
venient to the curb on the right 
side. aUowing more swiftly mov­
ing vehicles free passage on their 
left. 

13. Drivers of motor vehicles 
before turning stopping, backing 
or changing their course, shall 
make sure that such movement 
can be made with safety and shall 
give audible or visible signal of 
such intention. 

14. No vehicle shall turn to 
proceed in the opposite direction 
except at street intersections. 

15. No vehicle shall stop any­
where in the city with its left side 
to the curb. 

16. No vehicle shall remain 
backed up to the curb anywhere in 
the city unless it is actually load-
in.s: or unloading, and in such case, 
no longer than the actual loading 
or unloading requires. 

17 Automobiles leaving- any 
public garage c r alley shall stop 
before crossing the sidewalk line 
and g.ve proper signal, and the ut­
most care shall be used in enter­
ing same. Signals in such cases 
may be used freely. 

IS. The horse or horses at­
tached to a vehicle backed up to 
the curb shall be turned at right 
angles to the vehicle, and in the 
direction which the traff c upon 
that side of the street is moving. 

19. Any vehicle loaded with 
iny material that projects three 
feet or more back of the rear 
wheels must have a red fiag at­
tached "at a point on the project­
ing and farthest from the rear of 
<aid vehicle, in the day time, or 
if at night, a i ed light < n rh 
end of such material while bein^ 
driven or operated on said public 
streets and highways within the 
said city of Ann Arbor. 

20. All vehicles in the business 
district shall pull up to the curb 
or the nearest accessible place and 
stop immediately upon hearing 
the fire alarm and not start until 
the department appa.ratus has 
passed or the operator of such 
vehicle is sure that the apparatus 
is not coming that way 

21'. Each bicycle shall be 
equipped with a suitable horn or 
bell for giving warning or signal 
of its approach, and during the 
hours when city lights on the 
streets are lighted shall be equip­
ped with suitable head light and 
tail light. 

22. No person while under the 
influence of liquor shall drive any 
kind of a vehicle upon the streets, 
highways or public places of the 
city. 

23. The Chief of Police may, 
from time to tirhe. prohibit or reg-
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ulate the park.ng o2 motor 
, eles o. other vehicles in any dis­

trict where such paiklng will in­
terfere With traffic or the public 
iiafe.y, and no vehicle shall be 
parked at any time within fifteen 
feet bf any fire hydrant. 

24. No person sh..ll opera.e an 
automou.le motorcycle or other 
motor vehicles on the streels or 
public h-gh\vays in the coiporati ' .n 
wiihoui first having: obtained an' 
ope-ato*i'H license as provided by 
the State law.
