The Board of Park Commission-
ers have received an offer from
the Abbott Gasoline company to
lease a parcel of City property sit-
uated on the Northeast corner of
South Main and East Madison
streets. The offer and a plat are at-
tached to this communication.

It is the opinion of the Park
Board that the terms of this offer
are very advantageous to the city.
The corner in question has leng
been in an unsightly condition due
to the fact that satisfactory ar-
rangements could nd: be made
with the C. A. Sauer Lumber com-
pany who own a portion of the
land. The area is not large enough
to make a park which would be of
any particular use to the neigh-
borhood. The proximity of the
Railroad with its attendant smoke,
soot, and dust would also detract
frecm the health and beauty of any
plantings which might be made
there.
