APRIL 18, 1921; AMENDED MAY
1, 1922; AMENDED MAY 7, 1923;
AMENDED MARCH 23, 1925.

The Common Council of the
City of Ann Arbor Ordain:

Section 1. That Sections 7 and
14 of an ordinance entitled, “An
Ordinance Relative to Curbs and
Gutters,” passed Mayv 6, 1918; ap-

proved May 7, 1918: Amended
July 6, 1920; Amended April 18,
1921; Amended May 1, 192Z;

Amended May 7, 1923: Amended
March 23, 1925; be and the same
is hereby amended tec read as fol-
lows:

20, 1926 181

Section 7. After the certification
of anv such assessment district as
provided in section 6 of this ordi-
nance, the common council may,
at any regular meeting thereof,
t_)y a resolution adonted by a ma-
Jjoritv of aill the members elect,
authorize the Mayor and City Clerk
to execute under their hands and
the seal of the City of Ann Ar-
bor, bonds of said city payable to
bearer, in four equal annual in-
stallments, pavable annually on or
before the first dav of August in
each vear thereafter with interest
not eXceeding five per cent per
annum, pavable annually, in the
sum or sums equal in amount to
the estimated cost of the construc-
tion of any such curb and gutter.
All such bonds shall be known as
“Curb and Gutter Bonds”’ and is-
sued in scries conforming to the
numiper of the curb and gutter
district on account of which any
such bonds shall have been issued.
All such bouads shall be delivered
by the City Clerk to the City
Treasurer, provided. that no more
than $150,000 in amount of any
such bonds shall be outstanding at
anvy one time.

Section 14. After the confirma-
tion of any such special assess-
ment roll it shall be the duty of
the City Clerk to certify the said
assessment roll together with the
resolution of confirmation to the
City Assessor, who shall forthwith
attach thereto his warrant direct-
ed to the city treasurer, command-
ing him to coliect from all, each
and every of the persons assessed
in said special assessment roll, the
sum of money assessed to and set
opposite his name therein. The
said taxes or assesement shall be-
come due and pavable in four
eqqual annual installments; the
first installment in the month of
July along with the other city
taxes next after any such assess-
ment roll shall have Treen con-
firmed, and annually thercafter
until fully paid. All of the said
taxes or assessments shall draw
interest annually from the date
of the confirmation of any such
assessment roll at the rate of five
per cent per annum until paida.
Anv such person against whom
any such tax or assessment shall
have been assessed shall have
leave and he at liberty to pay the
same or anv installment thereof
ar any one pavment at any time
after such assessment roll shall
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have been certified to the City
Treasurer, with interest from the
date of confirmation only,; pro-
vided, that at any time after a
special assessment has hecome
rayvable the same may he col-
lected by suit in the name of the
citvy against the person assessed
in an action of assumpsit in any
court having jurisdiction of the
amount.

In every such action, a declara-
tion upon ithe common counts for
monrey paid: shall be sufficient.
The spocial assessment roll and a
certified order or resolution con-
firming the same shall be prima
facie evidence of the regularity
of all of the proceedings in mak-
ing the assessment, and the right
of the city to recover judgment
therefor.

Seztion 2. This ordinance shall
take effect and bhe in force ten
days from legal publication there-
of.

AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE
FOR THE SALE OF ALL UN-
CLAIMED PERSONAL PROP-
ERTY COMING INTO THE POS-
SESSION OF THE POLICE DE-
PARTMENT OF THE CITY OF
ANN ARBOR AND TO DESIG-
NATE THE USE OF FUNDS
DERIVED FROM SUCH SALE.

The Common Council of the City of
Ann Arbor Ordain:

Section 1. Hereafter all personaj
property unciaimed by the owner
for a per od of thirty days or more,
in possession of the Police Depart-
ment of the City may be sold at
public sale upon five days written
notice of the time and place of the
sale, which shall have included
therein a description of the prop-
erty to be sold, which not ce shall
be pested in at least three public
places, one of which shall be at the
City Hall entrance on Huron street.
Provided, perishable produce may
be sold within twelve hours if un-
claimed: and animals after forty-

cight hours; upon notice to the
C ty Clerk of the proposed sale and
terms thereof.

Section 2. The Police Depart-
ment shall keep a book, perma-
nently bound, in which shall be
kept g list of all unclaimed per-
sonal property, the date taken into
possession by the Police Depart-
ment and the final disposition
thereof, and if sold, the amount
rece ved which shall be certified
to by the Chief of Police,

Section 3. Each sale shall be
under the direction of the Chief
of Police and the City Clerk shall
act gs clerk at such sale.

Section 4. All moneys derived
from such sales sha.l be turned
over to the City Treasurer to be
put in a fund to be known as a
“Police and Firemen’s Relief Fund”
and to be used for relief of the wid-
ows and orphans of firemen and
policemen. The money may be with-
drawn fer such purposes upon rec-
ommendation by the joint action
of the Board of Police Commission-
ers and Board of Fire Comm s-
s:ioners to the Common Council and
its action thereon.

Either the police or fire depart-
ment may turn into this fund any
contr butions made for snec.al ser-
vices and the contributions so
placed shall be used for relief pur-
poses.

Section 5. This ordinance shall
take effect and be in force after
legal publicat on.

AN ORDINANCE ENTITLED, “AN
ORDINANCE TO REGULATE
THE PARKING OF VEHICLES
AND THE OPERATION THERE-
OF WITHOUT PROPER LIGHTS
UNDER CERTAIN CONDI-
TIONS AND TO PROVIDE FOR
THE COLLECTION OF FEES
FOR A PENALTY FOR THE VI-
OLATION THEREOF. AND TO
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CREATE A VEHICLE POUND.”
The Common Council of the City

of Ann Arbor Ordain:

Section 1. There is hereby cre-
ated an automob’le and vehicle
pound, to which automobiles and
other vehicles may be removed by
the Department of Police in the
cases hereinafter provided. Such
pound shall be located and operaf.-
ed at a place designated by the
Common Council. The Police Com-
mission shall designate an officer
or off cers to remain in attendance
at said pound from 7 a. m. to 10 p.
m. each day except Sunday, for
the purpose of receiving, safe-
guarding angd discharging vehicles
and collecting the fees hereinaf-
ter provided for.

Sect'on 2. Whenever any vehicle
shall be found by a police officer,
parked or operated in violafion of
this ordinance, such police officer
may file g complaint in the Justice
Court of the City of Ann Arbor
acainst the owner or dr'ver of
such vehicle: or such vehicle may
be removed and conveyved by mear.s
of towing the same or otherwise,
hv a police officer, to the Automo-
bile and Vehicle Pound.

Such vehicles shall not be dis-
charged or removed from said
pound except upon the payment,
by the owner of such vehicles, or
his quly author'zed representative,
to the officer in charge of such
pound. of a fee gf one dollar for the
first violation of th's ordinance by
such owner, of three dollars for
the second violation, and of five
dollars for each subsequent viola-
tion. Provided that no violations
comm tted prior to the dat? when
this ordinance goes into effect and
no violationg commaitted more than
one year prior to any other viola-
tion sha'l be considered in deter-
mining the number of violat'ons
committed by a particular own-
er. When the owner of a vehicle
impounded. or his representative,
npresents himself at the pound to
claim his vehicle, it shall be the
dAuty of the off'cer in charge to in-
form such owner or his represen-
tative of the nature angd cirecum-
stances pf the violation on account
of which such vehicle has been
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impounded. In case protest is made
by such owner ors his representa-
tive against the payment of such
impounding fee. and such protest
‘g supported by a denial by him
under oath of the facts constitut-
ing the alleged violation there
shall be given him, by the officer
in charge of said pound, upon pay-
ment by such person of the proper
feea, according to the number of
violations, a receipt for the same
marked “Paid under protest.” But
in such case, it shall thereupon he
the duty of the officer having
knowledge of the facts, to forth-
with make g complaint in the Jus-
tice Court of the City of Ann Ar-
bor, under this ordinance, charg-
ing the owner or driver of such
vehicle with that violat'on of the
ordinance on account of which the
vehicle was impounded. Proviled,
however, that in case such person
is subsequently found not guilty by
the Justice Court of having coma
mifted the volation on account of
which the wehicle of such person
was imnpounded, it ghall thereupon
be the duty of the City tg refund
to such person the fee paid by him
under protest,

Section 3. When it is deemed
impractical, or inadv'sahle by an
officer, witnessing a violation of
this ordinance. to tow the offend-
ing vehicle tgp the pound, he may,
instead, post or affix g notice to
such vehicle notifying the driver
of the facts of the violation and
directing him to pay to the officer
in charge of the pound, the fee
wh'ch would have been charged it
the wvehicle had been ‘mpounded.
Such notice shal; further state
that, if such fee is not paid within
forty-eight hourg from the time
of the leaving of such motice, g
complaint w'll be made in the Jus-
tice Court against the violator. If
the owner of such vehicle or h'sy
representative presents himself at
tke pound in response to such no-
tlce, nhe shall be subject to the
same penalties and entitleg to the
same rights as though h's wehicle
had been impounded. If he does
not present himself g8 directed or
does not pay the proper fee within
forty-eight_ hours from (he time
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such notice was posted, the offi-
cer having knowledge of the facts
shall forthwith make a complaint
aga nst such violator in the Justice
Court charging him with the vio-
lation on account of which such
notice wag posted.

Section 4. It shall be the duty
of the Police Commission to each
month account for all fees collect-
ed under this section and to pay
the same into the City Treasury. It
shall also keep a record of the
names of the ownerg of all vehicles
impounded, the numbers of their
state license tags, the nature and
circumstanceg of each violation and
the disposition of each case.

Section 5. This ordinance shall
cover the follow ng parking and
operating violations on the streets
of the City of Ann Arbor:

1. Parking and operating motor
vehicles without proper lights and
contrary to the provisiong of the
State law ang ordinances of the
City of Ann Arbor relat'ng theretoc.

2. Parking overtime in a time
regulated parking area as estab-
lished by the Common Council.

3. Parking in a prohibited park-
ing area as establ'shed by the
Common Council.

4. pParking nearer than 15 feet
to a fire hydrant.

5. Parking left side to curb.

Section 6. It is intended hereby
to repeal the ordinance entitled,
“An Ordinance to Regulate the
Parking of Vehicles and Provide
for the Collection of Fees for a
Penalty for the Violation thereof
and to Create g Vehicle Pound,”
passed September 21, 1925.

Section 7. This ordinance shall
take effect and be in force on and
after ten days from legal publica-
ton thereof.

Resolved, That Sections 3 and 4
of an Act entitled, “An Act to au-
thorize and empower and enable
the City of Ann Arbor to construct
and maintain a system of sewers
and to raise the necessary money
therefor, and to legalize the pro-
ceedings and acts of the common
council and officers of the City of
Ann Arbor had by virtue of act
numher four hundred thirteen of
the local acts of eighteen ninety
three,” and which act was passed
by the legislature of the State of
Michigan, in the vyear eighteen
hundred and ninety-five, as amend-
ed by the charter election of the
City of Ann Arbor held in the said
city April 7, 1919, and as further
amended by the charter election of
the City of Ann Arbor held in the
said eity April 7, 1924, he and the
same are hereby amendcd tou read
as follows:

Section 3. The Common Coun-
cil of said city is hereby authorized
and empowered to raise hy loan on

The Common Council
shall assess the cost of the con-
struction of all lateval and con-
necting sewers (excepting street
crossing, which shall be paid by
general tax) upon all the property
adjacent thereto asg aforesaid, and
all such assessments, with the in-
terest thereon, shall remain a
valid lien upon and against such
premises so taxed and a valid debt
and charge against the owner
thereof until paid, and all such
taxes and assesments shall be paid
by the owner or pevson agalnst
whom the same may have been
assessed in equal annual install-
ments during a period to be deter-
mined by resolution of Common
Council but not to exceed fifteen
yvears from the date of such levy
and assessment, with interest
thereon at the same rate not ex-
