No twisting or bending, no overlaying of fancy 
directorial concepts. Yes, you'll see two Mutes, 
and yes, Hucklebee will not be male, but the 
story, the flavor, and the essence are purely Tom 
Jones and Harvey Schmidt. A simple-and yet 
highly sophisticated-story, rold simply, gently, 
warmly. Because simplicity lasts. And lasts. And 
lasts.
