Only $3,OOO Damages.

The Cavanaugh case has given rise to
several legal complications. Frank C.
Demosh, last Friday, commenced suit
in the circuit court against Florus S.
Finley and Constable Stephen Ilutchiu-
son, of Ypsilanti, for false imprison-
ment, laying his damages at $3,000.
The legal; documents were drawn by
Samuel AV. Burroughs, and s«t forth,
with much veibiage, how Demosh was,
by fovce and arms, taken from his house
and compelled to go along a public
street to Justice Frank Joslyn's office to
answer, in common with certain other
defendants, to a complaint made by Mr
Finley. George Cavanaugh, the young
Y psilanti dealer, so many times arrested
of bite on charges of false pretense or
concealing property, owed Finley $96.76
and Pinley charged that he was assisted
by Frank C. Demosh, Elmer Sears and
GeorgeW.Gill, of Ypsilauti,in removing
the property from the county. Demosh
and Sears were brought before Justice
Joslyn, December 27, and signed a rec-
ognizance for $200 to appear the next
day. On this day Finley failing to
appear against them, the case was dis-
missed. Demosh thinks he ought to
have $3,000 for the indignity he suf-
fered.

Mrs Lizzie M. King, of this city,
was granted a divorce, Tuesday, from
James N. King. I t was not a contest-
ed case. Mrs. King charged her hus-
band with extreme cruelty. She set
forth that they were married February
2,1879; that he was at that time a tern-
aerate man, but that a week after their
carriage, he got drunk and remained
away from her three or four weeks.
The honeymoon, thus inauspiciously
begun did not brighten. Mrs. King
harged that the husband of her choice

contributed littl e ornothing to her sup-
port and finally became a continued
drunkard. A year after marriage he
began, to use harsh words in speaking
to her. These facts being made to ap-
pear to the satisfaction of the court by
lier counsel, P. McKernan, Judge
Kinne granted the divorce.

The Constitutional Points.

law or oppose prohibition will vote a
ticket bearing the words, "For the
manufacture and sale of intoxicating
liquor."' The tickets will be furnished
by the county clerk and will be found
at every polling place.-
If, at the coming election, prohibition

carries, the law which will then be in
torce is contained in section 2 of the
local option law aud is as follows:

SECTION 2. That from and after the
first Monday in May next after such
special election, it is hereby declared
unlawful to manufacture, sell, give
away or furnish malt, brewed, fer-
mented, vinous or iittoxicatmg liquors
of. any kind,or injany quantity,or  liquors
any part of which is malt, brewed, fer-
mented, vinous, or intoxicating or to
keep for sale, or keep a place where
such liquors are manufactured or kept
for sale, given away or furnished within
the limits of any county in which a
majority;of the votes cast at *he election
next preceding, "upon the question pro-
hibiting the sale of intoxicating liquors
as provided in section one of this act,
have (been cast against the manufac-
ture aud sale' of intoxicating liquors,
except where'done by a druggist who is
or who employs a registered pharma-
cist strickly in compliance with the
laws for  tlie regulation of druggists.
And whoever, within such Limits, him-
self, or by an agent, or otherwise, thus
manufactures, sells, furnishes or gives
away any such liquors.or keepsfor sale,
or Keeps a phice where such liquors are
manufactured or kept for sale. Riven
away or furnished upon conviction
thereof,in any court of competent juris-
diction, shall be fined in Jany sum not-
less than fifty  nor more than five
hundred dollars, or be imprisoned
in the county jail not less man ten
days nor more than six months, or
both, in the discretion of thecourt.

Has No Op-

The Osborne Assignment.

The assignment of Henry Osborne to
John J. Robison was filed in the county
clerk's office Monday together with the
inventory of tha assets and claims of
creditors and the bond of Mr. Robison
The assets are inventoried at $11,181-5'
of which the personal property iuclud
ing wheat, farm implements, etc.

The opponents of prohibition in this
county have raised two constitutional
points against the validity of the local
option law. That these points may ;be
understood by our readers, we give the
sections of the constitution under
which they arise' Article IV , section
38 of the constitution of Michigan
reads, "The legislature may confer
upon organized townships, incorporated
ities and villages and upon the board

of supervisors of the several counties
such powers of a local, legislative and
administrative character as they may
deem proper." The anti-prohibitionist's
irgument is that the legislature has no
right to delegative legislative powers
;o counties. They may do to cities,
villages, townships or to boards of
supervisors. The claim is that the
county option law to be valied would
have to place the option on the boards
of supervisors and not in the electors.
Article V, section 20 of the constitution
of Michigan says, "No law shall em-
brace more than one object, which
shall be expressed in its title." The
claim is made that on this ground the
law is invalid for the title of the law is
an act to regulate the manufacture and
sale,etc, while the act is reaily "to pro-
hibit." These are the two circum-
stantial points to be argued before
Judge Kinne.

The Tickets and the Effects of Pro-
hibition Carrying.

County Clerk Howlett was just about
to issue a call for the special election
under the local option law yesterday
morning, Vhen an order was served
upon him to show cause, next Tuesday,
why an injunction should not be served
restraining him from issuing such a
call. Th« injunction is sought by Her-
man Hardingliause, proprietor of the
Northern Brewery, who is represented
by Hon. C. R. Whitman and John F.
Lawrence, esq., his attorneys. An or-
der was,issued by Judge Kinne that
County Clerk Howlett should come be-
fore him next Tuesday and show cause
why an injunction should not be issued.

Mr. Haidinghause's petition sets
orth that he owns a brewery in Ann
rbor worth $25,000 and that within

he past three years he has invested
15.000 in the property, that during the
ast ten days petitions have been cir-
ulated for an election under the local
ption law, and that the clerk had an-
ounced his intention for issuing a call
or such an election. He claims that

law, under which the election
vould be called, is unconstitutional
nd void on the ground that it violates
hat provision of the constitution which
rovides that no law shall embrace

more than one object, which shall be
xpressed in its title and also that it
lolates a provision of the constitu-
ion in that it contains a delegation of
he powers of the legislature. He also
bjects to the call being issued on the
round that the petitions were seperate
nd distinct and not a petition signed
iy one-fifth of the electors; also that
he signatures are not sufficient, be-
ause many of them are signed by ini-
lals in lieu of given names. He shows
hat prohibition would ruin him finan-
ially and asks for an injunction. This
egal move makes it very doubtful if an
Section is held before May. Under
he law, if the courts hold it constitu-
ional, an election cannot be held dur-
ng March on account of village elec-
ions, or in April on account of the city

election. The clerk is obliged to give
hirty days notice of an election. The
ast day before the first of May on
which an election can be held is
February 29, so that the last day on
which the election can legally be called
s on January 30th. It would not seem
very difficult for counsel to stave off the
matter by appeal to the supreme court
>r otherwise until after that date. If
the election is not held before May 1st,
prohibition, in case it carries, cannot
;o into force until May, 1889.

The tickets to be vote,d at the com-
ing election, under the local option law
are prescribed by law. Those who be-
lieve in prohibition will vote a ticke
with the following words written o
printed.upon it: "Against the manufac
ture and sale of intoxicating liquor.
Those who favor the present $500 ta

there were 1727 names. The following
resolution,introduced byEditorllolmes
was passed.

Besolved, That the matter of complet-
ing the list of signatures and present-
ing them to the county clerk be left
with the executive commiltee already
appointed.

Editor Ilolriles outlined the plan of
campaign by the following resolution.

Besolved, That the executive com-
mittee, already appointed, have charge
of the local option campaign with
power to appoint sub-committees.

This brought Mr. E. S. Shaw to his
feet with the objection that B. J. Con-
rad, who was chairman of this commit-
tee, was also chairman of the prohibi-
tion county commiltee. J. Schu-
macher thought Conrad just the man
for the place. Mr. Conrad thought
not. li e said there were 1000 men in
Washtenaw who just hated him, for
he had been a prohibitionist sixteen
years. He mentioned a member of the
executive committee on whom he
didn't think mueh reliance could be
placed for work. Mr. J. Au3tin Scott,
after expressing his abhorrence of the
saloon, wished to be relieved from
service on the committee in favor of
some younger man. The convention
however passed the Holmes resolution.
showing that the committee suited
them..

The Committees in the townships
were continued during the campaign
with power to appoint four more to
assist them.

Mr. J. Schumacher took charge of
the raising of funds for the campaign.
Mr. Conrad stated that an expense of
between $10 and S12 had already been
incurred,.for printing and postage. A
collection was taken up, which netted
$11 66.

Mr. Conrad asked all third party
prohibitionists to come forward and
get a circular. The convention's
curiosity was arroused and Mr. J.
Schumacher proceeded to gratify it by
reading the circular, in which Mr. Con-
rad, as chairman of the county com-
mittee, urged every prohibitionist to be
at the polls all day of the ellection
working hard for prohibition. He
asked them to put that before party
and assured them that it wouldn't
hurt their party anyway as that would
go on growing.

Additional petition blanks were
given the workers who were instructed
to take them to church with them on
Sunday to secure signers and to get
their ministers to announce from the
pulpits where the petition could be
signed. The convention then ad-
journed sine die.

The prohibitionists met in council
again last Friday to collect the names
of those petitioning the county clerk for
an election under the local option law.
The meeting was decidedly interesting,
the participants showing considerable
interest and enthusiasm. D. LJ. Tay-
lor, of Chelsea, was called to the chair
and II . Holmes continued to act as
secretary. The executive committee
were occupied most of the time in
counting names, arranging the peti-
tions, and figuring on how many more
names would come in. After a littl e
while it became apparent that sufficient
names had been secured; although it
seemed unlikely that 1832 name? would
be secured before the meeting ad-
journed. York township gave the list a
big boom, 217 names being secured
from this town. Augusta and Man-
chester did not arrive before the con-
vention adjourned.

Which Delights an Ann Arbor Man
in Southern Florida.

BARTOW, FLA., Jan. 9th.,1888.

DEAH AKGUS:—Thinking that a few
lines from the land of flowers might be
of interest to some of vour many read-
ers, I take the liberty to write you
describing some of the luxuries of a
winter so far spent in Southern Florida.
The climate, certainly, is one of the
greatest luxuries, where the mercury
ranges from 60 to 80 degrees during the.
day and very seldom gets below 50 de-
grees at night. So far this winter
there has been frequent rains, but I am
told this is not common in Florida, as
they have their rainy season during the
summer months and not much in the
winter. Flowers of all descriptions are
in bloom and roses in profusion and
the finest I have ever seen. This is a
busy season for gardeners in this sec-
tion, they are marketing their winter
crops such as tomatoes,beans, potatoes,
(Irish), peas, radishes, lettuce, turnips,
etc., and planting for  their  early .spring
crop. The land is fine for gardening
purposes, when properly handled and
fertilized, but the natives seem to
know but very littl e about it and care
less. They seem to be very shiftless.
There are comparatively few bearing
orange groves in this section, to what
there are in other sections, but there
are a great many groves that have been
started in the past two years, that
seem to have made a fine growth and
are looking fine. They are commenc-
ing to set out quite a few peach trees in
this section jjut only two or three small
varieties of tthem seem to do well.
These are the Peen To and Bid well.
They are in bloom now and I am told
they get from 50 to 60 cents a dozen for
them. Strawberries seem to do well
here when properly cultivated. They
are now ripening. I saw some of the
finest Sharpless berries, a few weeks
ago that I ever saw, which shows what
can be done here, when the berries are
properly treated. You will probably
make up your mind by the tone of this
letter that I am well pleased with Flor-
ida. Well I feel about as a Connecticut
man told me he felt after he came here.
He said he felt like kicking himself for
not discovering this country before.
