does not confer the right of holding
Slaves. 8. It guarantees certain things
to the States. What things? Re-
publican forms of Goyernment, pro-
tection from invasion and insurreec-
tion under those Republican forms of
government. Does this article guaranty
the rightto hold Slaves, either directly or
indirectly? Common sense responds no.
Yet this is the only thing guaranteed to
the State, no other part guarantees any
thing to the States directly, and nothing
indirectly except what it guarantees to
the individuals of a State against the State
itself, and none of those look towards fa-
wvoring Slavery. Turn then to the fourth
item of the Constitution to find the con-
stitutional right for slavery. 4. It re-
serves certain rights fo the States. Let
it be ‘observed, it does not guarantee, it
only reserves these rights. It does not
ﬂisg.rxb ~these rights. Now what are the
rights thus reserven? Not rights cre-
ated by the constitution but rights exist-
ing previous to the constitution. There
isa wide difference between guarantee-
ing rights and reserving rights. The
former creates and confers a power, the
latter leaves undisturbed a pre-existing
right ‘and power. What, then, were
those rights which by the constitotion are
RESERVED to the several States? All
those rights which are not taken from
them by the Constitution. What, then,
were those preexisting conventional rights
that are reserved? Where and when
did the States obtain them? 1 speak
of civil, conventional, and not' natural
riglus. These reserved civil State rights,
if they exist must exist by some eivil an-

A SUBSTITUTE FOR STEAM.

irider.. This Inrge wheel bemg attached to
four ordinary wheels placed on the rils of a
railroad; it will merely be necessary to turn
the large wheel to make the earriage advance,

But what motive force does the inventor em--
ploy? It is the horse placed in the interor of
the wheel, and yoked, by memns of two bars
of iron, placed perpendicularly under the axle.,

The horse by drawing, causes the wheel to |/
turn, in the sdme manner as & mouse or a
squirrel in o cage. In order to allow the
horse to enter this singular wheel, it has been
found necessary to dig an excnvation pear the
station-honse, into which the horse is let
down. The inventor siates that de can
'modify his wheel 80 as to admit three hors-
‘es, and thatin such case, the hesviest train
may be propelled along a railroad with n
velocity even more mpld than caused by
slenm.
