THE D01LI1E.
It would be nn injurious enor to sup-

pose that nny of the more powerful modes
of treatment, as the plungf, douche and
running sit/, are ever applied in the first
in>tance or abruptly. On the contrary,
every one of these is preluded by a enre-
ful preparation, consisting of a graduated
system of baths, beginning at 75 or80
degrees, descending by one degree, every
one, two or three days, to the natural
temperature, most unnaturally cold ; just
as an apothecary would slowly increase
doses of laudanum, drop by drop; nnd
even when for any reason the treat-
ment is for a while suspended, it is often
recommenced in the same manner as at
first, nnd~finaTIy, is as gradually termi-
nated. There is no lirtste in letting
us down into the pool of health, for here
the waters are always angel-stirred.

Accordingly it must not be thought
that the douche, about to be described,
is suddenly applied to a weak invalid,
just out of his flannel bed-gown nnd slip-
pers. Yet though never administered so
roughly ns to endanger the health, it
inny, in analogy to cups and celomel, of-
ten hurt the feelings.

After from two wi-eks Io two months
of preparation, the patient whose case
needs it, is promoted to the douche, and is
soon stepping off, with a proud look .m
his face, and a sheet on his arm, bound
for the douche houses, half a mile dis-
tnnt, on the other side of the ravine.—
Here he begins with the very mild river
douche, but without following him thro'
the transitions*to the hose douche, to the
middle douche,and from that to the grand,
extra potent,heavy wet,socdolnger douche,
we will sketch his first interview with the
latter.

On his wny there he meets a fellow-
sufferer, who a>ks, "Where away so fast,
my friend?;' "Congratulate me, my good
ft-llow, I'm going to the big one; to take
it five minutes at the firs', start,is it really
very bad to take?" "O, no, I've just
come from it; a mere bagatelle; but,
hpre, as you ate going in for the first
t:m",I may as well hid you good bye-for
if any thing should twppen it's a satis-
faction, you know. Good bye."

li e goes to a different house from any
he has yet entered, and opens a door,
perce'ves he has made a mistake, and
closes it quickly, but not before having
a full view of truly a strange spectacle.
\ gentleman, whose only clothing in
actual venr is a pair of pantaloons down-
to-the-calves, dusty boots and nicely
brushed hat, is s aled, navel deep, in a
small square tub, full of water, and with
folded arms looks pensively at his wateh.
He is enduring the running silz, so
called because the water is kept at the
lowest temperature by means of a constant
stream from a spring near by, conducted
in at the bottom and by anolher stream
Carried off from near th& top of the tub.

From Burritt'a Christian Citizen.
PERSONAL.

By the last Steamer from America, I
received a copy of the Albany Patriot,
and of several other Liberty Party pa-
pers, in which I learned, with deep re-
gret, that another unfortunate division
was likely to ensue in the ranks of the
abolitionists in the United States, and up-
on minor points of .national policy.—'
But, indeed, it was with exceeding sur-
prise that I found my name in the sec-
ond place on the Presidential ticket of the
new party. Owing to an unusual press
of engagements, I havo not yet been
able to read the long and elaborate expo-
sition of the reasons which have induced
our brethren of New York to assume
an independent organization; which must
again sub-divido the fiieiids of the Slave
n America,and consequently still farther
mpair that irresistible front of moral
>ower, which, if united and unanimous,
hey might push steadily forward against
he institution of Slaver)', until it were

swept from the last acre of American soil.
As the American mail is on the eve of
depaiture, I cannot now advert to all
the grounds of my conviction, that such
a movement must be unfortunate for the
causa of human liberty in the United
States. For one, I have all along in-
dulged the hope, that instead af any new
divisions being crealed among the earnest
fiends of the slave, the old ones might

be healed; until the "Old" and "New
Organization" might merge into a band
of brothers on the platform, even if the/
did not meet at the polls. Su ĥ a union,
[ am sure, would carry new hope to the
Slave, and new fear to the Slaveholder,
nnd joy and rejoicing to the friends of
reedom in other lands, who cannot un-

derstand the nature and necessity of the
nntagonisms thnt have distracted or weak-
ened the ranks of their American breth-
ren. And, I wil l confess it here and
now, I had thought that this happy con-
summation so devoutly to be wished)
might be fnciliated by the softening and
iocialising influence which the operations
of the League of Universal Brotherhood
might exert upon the community. I had
hoped that the leading men of the Old
and New Organizations, would be fre-
quently attracted together upon the plat-
form of the League, in its monthly meet-
ings, and there feel the fraternal affinities
of true philanthropy qnickened within
thnm, until, at least, their present divis-
ion had lost its bitterness. Feeling thus,
I cannot but deprecate any movement
which must result in a new division of
the friends of the Slave in the United
States; especially in a division upon
points extraneous to the grent and
mighty idea, that al( men are born free,
and equal in a legal sense. I therefore
must beg that my name be withdrawn
from the connection in which it has
been placed by the new Liberty Party
in New York.

iTlaiiulacture of*  Starch.

The manufacture of wheat and potatoe
starch has been prosecuted in New Eng-
land with great success for many years.
The extension of its consumption, how-
ever, has rapidly increased within the
last five or six years, both in home con-
sumption and more particularly for for-
eign export.

The potatoe branch of it, to nny ex-
tent, dates but a few years back. When
it was first offered in market, the cotton
manufacturers were fearful in commenc-
ing using it, that the market would not
be well supplied, and hence it would
prove too costly. It, however, was pre-
ferred to the article from wheat, it being
void of the gummy substance, which is
better for cottons.

In Vermont, New-Hampshire and
Maine, there are 180 establishments for
its manufacture and 30 new ones go into
operation this fall, as soon as the potatoes
are dug. This gives a total of 160 starch
factories. The average quantity made is
about 70 tons at each factory—giving a
total of 22,400,000 lbs. There is uduty
on starch imported into England. The
article from potatoe goes in free, under
the head of potatoe meal. It is shipped in
barrels similar to flour and is now being
generally introduced into the cotton and
all other manufactories in Great Brita;n
where the starch is used. Of course its
consumption for this purpose will be fol-
lowed bv other manufacturing nations.

It is not only used in finishing goods,
but is daily increasing ns an article of
food in this country. It is nicely done
up in boxes and can be found at the Drug
stores under the label of Arrow Root,
which is so universally used for excell-
nt puddings. Confectioners know well

low to use it and get rid of five hundred
:ons a year in this country. It has driv-
en the white lead from their candies, and
is much cheaper than sugar in making

oys. Several other trades now find it

is packed in casks and shipped east. The
cost of the fnctory is $12,000.

Considerable starch was made last sea-
son, but the rotting of seme 30,000 bush-
els lust fall curtailed the quantity antici-
pated. This large quantity of the raw
material was thrown away. Jt served to
feed many cattle nnd hogs of the neigh-
borhood for some months. The pulp re-
maining as worthless, is lined in fattening
hogs, which the proprietor has in a yard
adjoining.

The factory price for potatoes is 10 cts.
a bushel. Mr. C. has contracted with va-
rious farmers to the amount of 400 acres.
The average number of bushels raided
lnst year ou an acre was 275. Allowing
the same this}ear, it wil l aoisunt to over
100,000 bushels—but this is not half the
quantity wanted. Farmers were unwill-
ing to contract, fearing the rot. Present
indications are good for the crop.—All
varieties are used—e?en the Rohan.

It takes the full and winter to use up
the potatoes, then wheat and corn are to
be used for the same purpose. The quan-
tity made from the potatoe per year will
not be far from 1,000,000 lbs or 500 tons.
It sells for $5 a hundred in New York.

ATMOSPHERIC RAILWAYS.—The atmos-

pheric principle of propulsion upon rail-
ways, is still a matter of controversy in
England. Upon the Croydon line, it has
been tried and abandoned ; while on the
South Devon line, where we believe it
has been longest in operation* it is still in
favor. We learn from the London Rail-
way Times, that the Devon line has been
repeatedly worked from Exeter to Daw-
lish, in every possible Way, with heavy
and with light weights, and that all the ex-
periments have been eminently success-
ful. With light weights a speed of seven-
ty miles an hour was obtained, and with
a weight of ninety or one hundred tons,
a speed of thirty to thirty.five miles an
hour. Further extensions of the line, to
Plymouth and to Totnes, are contempla-
ted.

A RUN-AWAY ENGINE.—The engine

fthe Greenfield,) of the freight train,
while the person who "fires it up" was
absent calling up the hands who run to
Springfield, on Saturday morning last,
run out of the engine house in this town,
and run to within about a mile of South
Deerfield depot, without any one with it.

MOODY CHAMBERLIN Esq., came to re-

side here about two years since, from
Vermont. He carried on the business
extensively there, and is still interested
in two establishments, managed by his
brothers, somewhere near Winsor, Vt.
He has erected a mammoth building here,
to carry on the business on a more exten-
sive scale than at any similar factory at
the east. This is the only one west of
ihe Hudson riven

The factory is 214 feet long and 40
wide, including an L. The main build-
ing is 134 feet long—14 of whio? are
used for an engine room, and is2 stories
high. The lower part has 64 tubs, hold-
ing about 600 gallons each, giving a
total of 38,400 gallons. The L part is
80 feet long by 40, of brick, one and a
half stories high, for a potatoe bin. Load-
ed 'earns drive up a platform into the sec-
ond story and following a circle, 13 teams
can unload at a time, through trap doors
over the bin, which is calculated to hold
40,000 bushels. One hundred and thirty
loads have been received in a day, ma-
king a total of 4000 bushels.

In the second story of the principal
building is an oven 100 feet long by 13
wide, for drying the starch; or rather I
should say, an oven of 200 feet by 9, as
there is a division in the centre, with
doors some ten feet apart. In the oven
there are seitsofpans, one above the oth-
er, which can be turned at pleasure. It
is heated from the steam works, and con-
ductors of heat are carried in tin pipes all
over ihe building. The whole machine-
ry is a specimen of so much ingenuity
that I cannot describe i t ; you must visit
it—i t is worth the journey. The propri-
etor, who is a gentleman much beloved
here, kindly allows strangers to go
through the establishment, and docs hot
confine it to the sign of "no admission"
as at similar works in New England.

The potatoes are shoveled from the bin
into a hopper, where there is water con-
stantly running into it, and there they arc
as thoroughly washed by machinery as a
cook Would do it for your dinner.—Then,
by the action of the machinery, they are
separated from the dirt, stones and sticks-
and pass on to two cylinder graters at the
rate of 100 bushels an hour. From the
graters, by the action of machinery, they
go to the seive, that separates the starch
from the potatoe. The pulp then passes
into four large cysterns, and then again
machinery pumps it into the 64 large
tubs or cysterns, before alluded to. for
settling. Then the water is drawn off
and the starch by a forcing pump is car-
ried into the second story, und when set-
tled put into the oven 1 have' before spo-
ken of, which is calculated to take a day's
work, being, the starch from 1000 bush-
els or60,O00 lbs of potatoes. The starch

in Ireland, gives his views of its con-
dition as follows, in a late letter lo the
Liberator:

'FAMIN E and FEVER still press heavily

on the Irish peasantry, in many parts,
notwithstanding the relief extended to
them by the government and private
charity. The recent Poor Law, which is
now in operation in Ireland, will , if
rigorously carried out, work a great rev-
olution. The facts are these; the law is
based on the principle, that THE LAND

MIST SUPPORT THE POPULATION. T h o se

rvho are appointed by government to see
the law carried into effect, go it.to a
parish or district, ascertain the number
of paupers entitled to the benefits of the
law and the amount of money needed to
sustain them, and then a tax is laid upon
the land, sufficient to meet the emergen-
cy. The landlords haze no money to
pay the tax, or they are away. The
money must be had at once. Govern-
ment loans the money, and takes a mort-
gage upon the land. The mortgage runs
out; the money is not forth-coining from
the landlord; government forecloses,takes
possession iif til  HI ijHIll . IlKl i t!"-"ows it into
the markgf, to the highest bidder. En-
cumbefed as land now is in Ireland, in
many parts* it is not worth having; even
if taken as a gift, it could scarce be made
to bear its burdens. In a few years land
wil l exchange owners extensively in
Ireland. The present arrangement con-
cerning landed properly must, in a few
years experience nn entire revolution:
primogenitures and entail must be abolish-
ed: and land placed on the footing of all
other property, and be made liable for the
debts of owners.

"But the present system of pauperism
thru is based on the principle of feeding
and clothing a population without labor
is in other respects, working infinite
mischief. You can scarce walk ten rods
in Ireland, without seeing'its blighting
influence. There are about 25,000 of
the population of Dublin receiving their
sole subsistence from the hand of govern-
mental charity* They do not any work;
tley make no efforts to get work,indeed,
such is the law, that if they did work, or
at'empt to work, government wou'd at
once cease to give them the supply of
of one meal n day. But, such is the
character of the Irish peasantry and la-
borers, that there are 2,000,000 (as 1

From Henry Bibb.
MY DEAR FIUEND ANP BRO. FOSTER:

After a long absence from our Stale,
the kind hand of Providencu has safely
brought me back to do battle in freedom »
cause. More than eight months have
passed away since my voice has beetl
heard in Michigan. iTut wherever I
have traveled1, either by land or watar, 1
have not forgotten my brethren in bonds;
I have preached a string ol" Abolitionism
more than three thousand miles in length>
I have lost no time io laboring to elevate
i downtrodden people, and to advance
the cause of humanity. I was gone much
longer than I expected to be when I
started, but I became so much interested
with the people of New England, every
where I traveled, tbe hospitalities with
which I was received, the invitations an j
inducements which were held out to me
to stay, were almost overwhelming. I
could hardly believe so,i.etimes that I was
Henry Bibb, the runaway slave. But my
object in going to New England, was not
io find a residence. I had several objects
in going :—>

1st. FOR THE PI RPOSE OF GAINING IN-

FORMATION, and educatingmyself, by see-

ing what slavery had not dared to allow

me to read of. 2. 1 wanted to make my-
self acquainted wilh the noble hearted
sons and daughters of New England by
seeing them face to face. 3. I wanted
to represented the true condition of 3,-
000,000 of American Slaves, by telling
the story of my own wrongs. 4. 1 want-
ted to go because Slaveholders nre in the
habit of going there and falsely represent-
ing us, and because they dislike very
much to be exposed by a fugitive Slave
before the public. Tho=e are some of
my reasons for going to New England.—
And, sir. I am happy to sdy, that as
much as I had heard about New England
with regard to her Antislavery character,
that the half hid not been tol'. Several
times during my travel there, I have met
with Slaveholders who could Hoi bear
to hear the truth told of them in public
meetings, 3nd they have tried to defend
themselves, but they were soon put rlmrn . > tm
by the overwhelming potver of public
opinion. The man who undertakes there
to defend the system either in Church or
State, soon lose the confidence and sup-
port ofall good men. I know that our
cause has a strong and an abiding holJ
upon the New England heart. 1 hays
riad the pleasure of traveling through
Vermont, New Hampshire, R. Island,
Connecticut, and Massachusetts. I have
heard some of the ablest advocates of this
subject in both Church and State, which
has' inspired me with new zeal. I huve
heard the omnipotent voice of Liberty^
thundering through the Green Moun-
tain hill tops and vallies, and vibrating
back into the dark corners of American
Slave)y. And I have had the pleasure
of seeing Bunker's Hill , where the bones
of our Revolutionary fathers are lying,
who fell gloriously ii) defence of our
Liberty. I have had the privilege of ad-

dressing thousands of the citizens of
ton, in Tfflmont Temple, and Faneuil
Hall,the old cradle of Liberty, and where
I caught the pure spirit of patriotism off
tho altar on which it first was felt and
seen to glow in "a day when it tried mens
souls," when a three penny taxation was
not to be allowed on Tea, and when
Liberty was the watch word from Geor-
gia to Maine. Truly my short visit to
New England hns been a great source > f
information to me as an illiterate men.—
It has opened to my mind the history of

was told yesterday, by one ofthegov- t ne present, the future, and the pnst.—
ernmental relief agents,J who would
rather get one meal per day by beggar}',
than three by honest labor. This is prob-
ably true, to a great extent; You can
have no idea of the utter prostration of
the spi.'it of self-reliance among the Irish
laborers*  caused by the recent outburst
of sympathy to relieve them wiihout
labor. One third of the population are
marfe beggars probably for life by it,
and their posterity wil l for generations
be trained to the same degradation —
lor degitdntion it is, when a man
had rather live by beggary, than by use-
ful labor.

"Certain I am, that if not another far-
thing were to be given to the lri.^h, Eng-
lish, or fcjtch, or American beggars,
without exacting some useful labor in re-
turn, it would, in five'years, be better for
all concerned. It mny sepm a hard doc-
tr'ne ; but, I know it is a wicked and im-
politic si/stem, which, in seeking to relieve
human suffering, only lends to increase,
and perpetuate the very erils which, it
seeks to remedy. Every piece of bread
given to a door beggar, and every bauble
given to a >treet beggar, no matter how
iinportunite his calls for help, only t'.ndf
to multiply Leggar?, and to pauperize their
souls."

Almost in my imagination I have lived to
see the bat ties of the revolutionary war
fought which was long before 1 was
born or even thought of.

Mr. Lewis Clark, of Boston. I hnd
the pleasure a few days since of tnking
by the hand, Mr. Clark. He is a self
emancipated Slave and is as white a<
most white people ; he is also the first
fugitive in this country thnt opened his
mouth to expose the evils of Amer can
Slavery in public. I hope he may be

East. He is an intelligent and interest-
ing speaker, has traveled all over New
England, and is much esteemed by his fel-
low citizens.

According to his own words, General
Taylor intends to be the candidate ofthe
people, and not of a party; for he says
be cannot suffer bis name to be used asn
presidential nominee by any party or
clique.

That almost the entire South, whigs
and democrats, wil l concentrate their
strength upon this warrior-slaveholder
at the coming election, scarcely admits
of a doubt. Nor can it be doubted that
the great body of Northern whig? are
about prepared to offer their necks to
the yoke of their Southern masters on
that momentous occasion. The South
wil l go for Taylor and the Northern
whigs will go for him because they
love " the ]>ariy"  more than they hate
slavery.

It is barely possible that something
may happen before next spring to break
the charm with which our whig neighbors
are now so manifestly chained to the idol.
Present appearances, however, indicate
n reckles-ness of character in tbe par;y
leaders which seems to forbid,such an
espeeta'iort.

HEALTH INSURANCE.—We notice by

the Chriftini) Citizen that a Health In-
smance Company is in operation in Wor-
cester Mass., with a capital of .$30,000.
For males, for ordinary ri-ks, between
the ages of 16 and Go, a yearly premium
of 82,40 draws $2,00 per week during
sickness : and in the same proportion to
$9,50, which premium draws $7,50 a
week. The policies are20 cents each.

Hence it appears that the company do
not anticipate that the average sickness
wil l exceed one week in fi'ty-two. The
plan, we think, is calculated to be bene-
ficial : but what hinders each person from
insuring himself, without the intervention
of a society ? Let him lay by, when in
I faith, the amount ofthe premium, to be
expended in sickness, and he wil l save
nil the profits which the company makes
by tlie operation. The same truth holds
in reference, to the insurance of the health
of members effected by the Odd Fellows.
In the existing state of society, such ar-
rangements are ofien beneficial, on ac-
count of the vices, prodigality or incom-
petency of the persons insured. Yet with

It was with the hope that soefa a basis
of general union might be established,
that we chiefly desired the postponement
of the National Liberty Convention til l
next Spring. Nor are ive certain that it
wil l not yet take place.

The Liberty party of 1614 is now di-
vided into three classes :

1. Those who are for a general union
without respect to party. The National
Press of Cincinnati, and the Signal, are

cnndidatSi for a Northern Party. What
evidence have we that Thomas Corvvin or
John McLfan are for the Abolition of
Slavery ? Neither they nor their friends
ever pretended any such thing. The
writer is by much too liberal for us. Our
candidates must be like us in feeling and
action, so fnr as to be in favor of the same
common objects.

England. This has been attributed to
the breaking of the wires by inteiested
persons for the purpose of preventing the
transmission ofthe news.

The Boston Tra-
veller, however, gives art account of the
operations of some broadcloth rascals, im
mediately nfier the nrrival of the last stea-
mer, as follows !

They were pursued by the laborers,
who however lost track of them, but
found a horse nnd chaise tied to a tree.—

heard and a man appeared, genteely
dressed, who was immediately accosted
with the inquiry whether the chuise be-
longed Io him? He answered no; arid
before the laborers could make up their
minds to arrest him, decamped.

The Mexican Congress has referred
Buchannn's letter back to the Executive,
and thrown on him the responsibility of
war or peace. The peace party in the
capital is strong, and increasing. They
have no fiiil h in their generals.

The Son of Annhuac says the guerillas
attacked Gen. Pierce and that 600 Ame-
ricans approached under their fire until
within 200 yards when the Americans
opened a death fire upon thern and foreed
them to retreat. When the Mexicans
were ab^ut returning, the American cav-
alry rushed upon them, killin g about 100.
The position ofthe Mexicans was one of
the strongest in the co ntry, but the Ame-
ricans passed the bridge, after the engage-
ment, and arrived at Perote in safety.
Gen. Scott sent Smith's brigade to meet
them at Perote. The Commercial Times
considers the news ns full confirmation
of the failure of Mr. Triest'3 mission,
and that all prospecis of peace aro at an
end.

When Congress dissolved, it was done
by the withdrawal of Ihe members so as
to leave the remainder below a quorum.
Santa Anna held a council of his general
officers, and Ihey resolved to t'-y their
luck agaiust Gen. Scott at Puebla, or re-
jecting propositions for negociotions.calm-
ly await his advance, being free to act
on his approach, either on the defensive
or otherwise.

550
coffins were made in the military carpen-
ters shop in June.— This wil l last til l
about the 25th Sept. I am, thank God,
thus far in good health, and trusting in
the same protection, think fully I shall
remain so. Many officers of the army
have died and many are sick. Tell Gen.
Brown that Capt. Duff, of the 3d dra-
goons, ('Jones' regiment) is lying very
low of the vomito, and will probably not
survive the night. Majors Tally and
Seymour, of the army also, are sick of
the same.

l the General that Gen. Cadvvala-
der, with whom Lt. John T. Brown
marched, fought his way all the way to

the night, and demanded admittance. On
being refused, they fired guns or pistols
in'o his door.—They were accompanied
by five other persons.
