$2,250. While this seems to be a large 
sum of money, nevertheless your com­
mittee deem the establishment of the 
company in the 6th ward necessary for 
the ample protection of property in 
that ward, and parts of the 4th and 1st 
wards. 
L We would therefore recommend the 

appropriation of $4,000 for the estab­

lishment of a company in the 6th ward 
and its maintenance for one year.
