C h a i r m a n W a g n e r offered t h e follow­
ing r e p o r t : 

To the Hon. the Common Council of the 
City of Ann Arbor. 

Gentlemen: 
Your committee,on reyipion of cha(fter begs 

leave to ' repor t t ^a t the following amend­
ments and al terat ions of the charter are 
deemed advisable, viz: 

1st. That Sec. 17 of the char ter be so amend­
ed that the polls a t all charter elections shall 
be opened at seven o'clock in the morning 
and shall be kep t open unt i l five o'clock in 
the afternoon. 

2nd. That Sec. 30 be amended as follows. 
"The following city officers, viz: A mayor, 
president of 1 he common council, six alder­
men, (three of whom shall be elected each 
year) city clerk, two justices of the peace, 
and an assesor shall be elected by the quali­
fied votersof the whole city, and a supervisor, 
one alderman and aconstable shall be elected 
In each ward " 

3rd. That Sec. 31 be amended b> s t r ik ingout 
the words, "a city Marshal." 

4th. That Sec. 3;i be amended by s t r ik ingou t 
the words, • The Mai-or," " the President of 
Council " 

5th. That Sec. 34 be amended by insert ing 
the words, "The Mayor." "Pres. of Council," 
thus making the term of the mayor one of 
two years. 

Gth That See. 61 be amended so as to read 
as follows: "The Mayor shall appoint a City 
Marshal who shall be the chief of the police 
of the city, and subject to the direction of the 
Mayor. The Mayor shall appoint such num­
bers of policemen or night-watchmen j^s the 
Common Council may deem necessary for 
the good government ot the city and for the 
protection of the persons and property of the 
inhabitants thereof; and may appoint such 
special policemen from l ime to time as the 
Common Council may authorize, when in 

his judgment the emergency or necessity 
may so require and may provide for and ap­
point subordinate officers for the police and 
n i g h t - w a t c h m e n " I t shall be his duty . etc. 
Also s t r ike out all of Sec. 66, after the words, 
"and may arrest persons found drunk in the 
streets, etc." 

7th. That Sec. 69 be amended as follows; 
The Mayor, President of the Council and 
each alderman shall receive the supi 
of One Hundred Dollars per a n n u m 
which shall be in full for all services; the city 
clerk shall receive such sum as the common 
council shall determine, not exceeding one 
thousand dollars per annum. 

8th. That section 83 be amended to read as 
follows : The city marshal aiid any policeman 
or ni&:ht watchman appointed to oilice by the 
mayor, by authority of=.this act, maybe sus­
pended or removed by the mKyor, and in case 
of the suspension or removal of any such 
officer, the mayor shall present to the common 
council at i ts next regular meeting hia reat ous 
for such suspension or removal, in writing, 
which shall become a part of the record of such 
meeting. Any other person appointed to office 
by the mayor may be suspended or removed 
by him by and with the consent of the major­
ity of the members elect of the council, and 
the council laay expel, etc. 

9th. That subdivision second of ^ec. 88 be 
amended by inserting the words "and destroy" 
after the word "seize" and before the words 
"all instruments ." 

That subdivision twelfth of said section be 
amended to read as follows: "To arrest and 
punish drunkards and persons found drunk 
in the streets, lanes, alleys and public places 
of said city, disorderly persons, vagrants, com­
mon prostitutes, common street walkers, 
mendicants, street beggars and persons solic­
iting alms or subscriptions for any purpose 
whatever " 

That subdivision 21st of said section be 
amended tq, read: "To regulate, license and 
control hackraen,omnibusmen, porters, run­
ners and all others soliciting passengers and 
others to ride in any hack, omnibus or upon 
an\ railway, or to go to any hotel or other 
place, and to prevent said haekmen, omnibus-
men, porters and runners from entering within 
any railroad station at such times as the com­
mon council may determine." 

10th. That Sec. 90 be amended by inserting 
after the words "for any purpose" these words: 
"Thev shall have power to determine by or­
dinance the punishment of all persons con­
victed of any violation of the same, by impris­
onment at hard labor or otherwise, and thev 
may prescribe fines, imprisonment, penalties. 
and forfeitures for the violation of the same, 
not exceeding," etc. After the words "House 
of Correction" add the following: "And they 
shall also have the power to impose imprison­
ment on any person at hard labor, in default of 
the payment of any fine imposed for the viola­
tion of such ordinance." 

l l th . That Sec. 107 be amended by striking 
out words "by and with the consent of the 
council." 

12th. That Sec. HI be amended by striking 
out the words "with the consent of the com­
mon council." 

13th. That this council petition the legisla­
ture for a special act authorizing the city to 
enter into a contract for lighting the city ior a 
term not exceeding five years.
