Gentlemen:—On entering" upon the 
duties of my Office nearly two years aa^o 
I found the saloons and other places 
where intoxicating liquors were sold, 
were allowed to keep open from 6:30 A. 
A. to 10 o'clock a t nie^ht, standard 
time. This custom was sanctioned by 
our City Officials and seemed to have 
the tacit approval of the citizens in 
general. And in consideration of the 
years it has been ia practice and the 
general satisfaction it has given, the 
present administration has failed to see 
any just reason why it should deviate 
from the path of its predecessors as far 
as the time for opening and closing is 
concerned, but there should be a defi­
nite time fixed by the proper authority, 
which power is by statute conferred on 
the Common Council. Our State Legis­
lature of 1887—8 passed an act which 
established the time of opening of any 
place where intoxicating liquors were 
sold to be not earlier than 7 A. M. and 
to close not later than 9 P . M. but the 
same Act grants to the Common Coun­
cil of Cities the power to extend the 
time of closing to IJ o'clock in the even­
ing and to allow them to open in the 
morning as early as 6 o'clock. I would 
therefore suggest to your Honorable 
Body that you take a middle ground 
and by the ordinance fix the time of 
opening at 6:30 in the morning and 
that they be allowed torem<iin open un­
til 10 o'clock in the eveninij, standard 
time.

R E r O R T OF CITY ENGINEER. 

To the Board of Public Works: 
I herewith submit you a report of the 

condition of the Engineering depart­
ment i\i the close of the year 1896. 

During the past year the most im­
portant impr tvements carried on under 
the supervision of the department were 
the construciion of a sewer in Laieral 
tsewer Dis'rict No. 5 and the macadam 
izing of Detr dt street. 

\ detailed report of the cost of maca­
damizing Detrnit street has already 
been presented to the Hoard and has 
been spread on the record of the pro-
ceeditigs. 

The cost of sewer construction will 
be found in a following tat>le ''J'he 
method of letting the c' i i tract for the 
work was in accordance witli the sug­
gestion made in the Engineer's report 
of 18'.t5 and has proven satisfactory to 
tlie city's interest. 

The accompanying schedule or tabu­
lation shows the changes in the inven­
tory of the matter on file in my (office, 
With one exception the items are addi­
tions to the list as submitted at the last 
annual report of 1895. 

I t may perhaps be in order to note a 
few ideas which in mv judgment would 
be of benelit to the city's good if prop­
erly carried out. 

1. That before paving or otherwise 
improving permanenMy the street all 
jras, w-*'er. sewer i)ipes be extended to 
the curb line so that the roadway proper 
mav have time to become thoroughly 
settled: th'S work should include storm 
sewers extending to the natural water 
w^ays. 

t. That the question of drainage in 
portions of t ' e city is becoming a ser 
ious one, and that steps towards secur­
ing I'ight of way for drainage purpose 
should l)e obtained bef re property be 
comes so improved as to make it eilher 
iaipossible or at least very expensive. 

3. If possible that the rides for plumb­
ing be revised and the ordinances under 
which ihey have effect be changed so 

that all ambiguity is removed, and that 
offending parlies can be reached in an 
effective manner. 

In conclusion it may be well to men­
tion that work has already been begun 
on making grades for all streets and 
sidewalks within a district which has 
been talked of for a paving district, also 
there is under consideration a plan for 
a storm sewer system which work will 
be re =rularly taken u p a s the weather 
and the regular duties of the depart­
ment will permit. 

The more detailed report as to sewers, 
plumbing, e t cwi l l appear in the Plumb­
ing Inspector's report.

To the Board of Public Works: 
GENTLEMEN—On June 22d, 1896. I 

began a personal inspection of the 
Sewer system of this city with particu-
lur attention to the flush tinl\S, whicli 
at this time were all shut off, with a 
view to regulating the flow so as to 
keep the sewers in a sanitary condition 
without an unwarranted waste of water. 
This result has b een accomplished in a 
manner as satisfactory as present devi­
ces permit and all necessary tanks are 
in operation. 

During the year the city built sewers 
in what is known as Sewer District No. 
5. For this work the contractor re­
ceived |«,458.98, as follows:

In the entire city there have been 
laid to the curb line 2,380 house branch­
es. Of these about 426 are in use, 198 
permits having been issued during the 
current year. 

An inspection of all plumbing work 
connected with the city sewers is being 
made and records kept showing as 
nearly as possible the condition of the 
plumbing m each house examiued. 

Where the plumbing seems to be de­
fective the owner is notified and 
ordered to make necessary changes. 

This city has spent over $100,UU0on 
her sewer system, yet not over 17 p^r 
cent of the buildings situated in sev­
eral districts are now connected there­
with. The greatest benefit from such 
a system can be obtained only by hav­
ing all buildings situated on the line of 
sewer coimected. 

iSome parts of the city, especially in 
the most thickly settled portions, nrr in 
an unsanitary condition and 1 suggest 
that steps be taken to compel compli­
ance with the ordinance relative to 
sewers.

I t is estimated that the cost of 
crushing the stone was 20 cents per 
cubic yard. The gravel taken from De­
troit street was charged t < other streets 
at bare cost of carting away and spread­
ing.
