Seventh ward—Weinberg’s shop.
Resolved further, that the city clerk do
give notice of the said charter election,
pursuant to law.

On motion of Ald Hamilton the city
assessor was directed to employ a compe-
ten clerk to assist in preparing the as-
sessment rolls for 1900 at a salary not
to exceed $12 per week. Unanimously
adopted.

Ald. Coon moved that the mayor and
city clerk be directed to execute a quit
claim deed to Louisa Jane Williams, for
a portion of the street contained in lot
of Mrs. Williams in block two, S. R. 12
E. the same having been occupied by the
Williams’ premises for many years, said

portion never having been used for the
street.
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Ald. Hamilton moved to refer the mat-
ter to ‘the finance committee, which
motion was lost by the following vea and
nay vote:
