Street Committee Report, 
June 20, 1904. 

To the Honorable the Common Coun­
cil: 

Gentlemen: 
Your committee, to whom was re­

ferred the matter of Vaughan street, 
ingaJls street, sprinkling wagon and 
city teams, beg to report the follow­
ing: 

That Vaughan street be graveled, 
providing that property owners pave 
gutters, same as Greenwood avenue. 

That Ingalls street be crowned up 
and graveled from South University 
avenue to Monroe street. 

Your committee has a price on a 
600 gallon sprinkling wagon at two 
hundred sixty-five ($265.00) dollars. 
Also on a steel dump wagon at one 
hundred ($100.Ou) dollars and would 
recommend the purchasing of both. 
In reference to city teams your com­
mittee, through the kindness of your 
City Clerk received reports from twelve 
to fifteen cities in the state, and al­
most without exception, they report 
unfavorably to any city owning its 
own teams for street work in general, 

except for street sweeping and clean­
ing purposes. Your committee would 
therefore recommend the purchase of 
one (1) team for this purpose. 

Your committee made a personal 
inspection of the improvements now 
being made by the property owners 
on West Huron street, between Third 
and Seventh streets, ki the shape of a 
cement curb and would recommend 
that an appropriation of three hun­
dred ($300.00) dollars be made for 
grading and graveling this street. 

Your committee would also recom­
mend that the Board of Public Works 
be ordered to take up the street work 
relative to districting the city on the 
plans adopted by the Common Council 
April 27. 1903, and to see that the 
same is carried through.
