Gentlemen—DRelative to the matter
of the proceedings to condemn cer-
tain land near the Michigan Central
railroad depot and Huron river for
purpose of a public park, T would re-
port that recently negotiations for the
settlement of this matter were ontvrml;

parcels with the following results:

Edwin Henning, the owner of block
eighteen of Ormsby’ and Page’s addi-
tion, will convey said parcel for the
sum of two thousand seven hundred

dollars ($2,700.00), provided the Mich-'
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igan Central Railroad company will
pay at least two thousand dollars
($2,000.00) of the purchase price.

The owners of the Alber
property will convey said property for
the consideration of eight hundred and
forty-five dollars ($845.00).

The Michigan Central railroad com-
pany will convey their lands without
compensation,

Through the of the
bers of the board of park commis-
sioners, arrangements have been made
with the Michigan Central

I therefore recommend that a set-
tlement be made in accordance with
the arrangement above outlined, in-
cluding acceptance of Mrs. Millen’s
offer, and if the council does not
deem it wise to consummate said set-

tlement, I would recommend that the
proceedings be discontinued. I make
this latter recommendation for the

reason that I do not believe that the
city will be able by condemnation pro
ceedings to obtain the land at less cost
to the city than by the foregoing
arrangement.

to said rolls, directing the collection

of the taxes so levied and spread
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thereon, shall have the same power
and effect as the warrant of a superviser
made in accordance with the state law,
The assessor, together with the super-
visors, shall represent the city on the
board of supervisors of the county
of Washtenaw and shall have all the
rights, privileges and powers of the
several members of such board.

Your committee is of the opinion
that provision should be made in the
charter so that the council may, in
its discretion, allow extra compensa-
tion to the city attorney, when it ap-
pears just, for services in court pro-
ceedings We therefore recommend
that the provision with reference to
the salary of the city attorney, as set
forth in section 69 of the charter, he
amended so as to read as follows:

The eity attorney shall be entitled
to receive such as the common
council shall allow, not exceeding six

Sum

hundred dollars per annum, which
shall be in full for all serviees ex-
cept for services rendered in  suits

and proceedings in courts of record;
the common council may allow, in addi-
tion to the salary aroresaid, such ad-
ditional compensation as the couneil
shall just, not exceeding four
hundred dollars per annum,
