REPORT OF SEWER COMMITTEE.

To the Honorable the common council
of the city of Ann Arbor.

Genltemen—Your committee having
under consideration the matter of the
proposed sanitary sewer on Broad-
way and Wall streets, particularly as
to the propesition that a part of the
cost of construeting same shall be
paid by the city, would report that
the committee favors the construction
of sald sewer, and also considers it
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proper under all eircumstances for the
city to pay a portion of the expense.

Your committee is advised by the -
city attorney that the power of the
council to appropriate money for such
purpose can only be exercised by or-
dinance and that the present ordi-
nance does not permit the city to pay
for any part of the construction of a
sanitary sewer, excepting street-cross-
ings. The report of the city attorney
on this subject is herewith submitted
as a part of this report.

Your committee would recommend
that an ordinance be passed providing
for an appropriation from the general
funds for the payment of such por-
tion of the costs of said sewer as the
council shall deem just.

To the sewer committee of the com-
mon council of the city of Ann Arbor:

Gentlemen—Several members of
your committee have requested an
opinion of me relative to the power
of the common council to pay out of
the general fund a portion of the
expense of constructing a sanitary
sewer on Broadway and Wall streets.

It is provided by the charter, among
other matters relative to sewers as
follows:

Sec. 124. Such part of the expenses
of building sewers, providing ditches
and improving water courses as the
council may determine, may be de-
frayed by special assessment upon
the lands benefited thereby in propor-
tion to such benefits.

Sec. 125. The common council may
enact such ordinance as may be neces-
sary for the protection and control of
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the public drains and sewers and carry
into effect the forms herein conferred
in respect to drainage of the city.

The city has constructed one main
sewer and paid for the same out of the
general fund. Lateral sewers have
been constructed in accordance with
the provisions of the ordinance rela-
tive to sewers. This ordinance pro-
vides among other things as follows:

“And the common counecil shall, if
the construction of any such lateral
sewer shall still be deemed expedient
order and direet the board of public
works to cause any such lateral sewer
to be constructed and shall fix and
determine the district to be assessed
and charge with the cost and ex-
pense of the construction of the same
excepting street crossings only, which
shall be a charge on and against the
general sewer fund, and which reso-
lution of the common conucil shall be
certified to the board of public works
and the city assessor respectively.”’

In my opinion the common council
has the power under the charter to
appropriate money from the general
funds to pay part of the cost of con-
structing the sewer above mentioned;
it will be necessary, however, because
of the limitation imposed by the pres-
ent ordinance to secure the passage
of an ordinance to cover this particu-
lar case.
