Section 1. That sections four and
nine of an ordinance entitled, “An
ordinance relative to street sprinkling
and providing a method of raising by
taxation the money to pay and de-
fray the costs and expenses thereof,”
passed July 17, 1899, and approved
August 4, 1899, be and the same are
hereby amended to read as follows:

Section 4. That after any such
contract shall have been let and ap-
proved by the board of public works,
they shall forthwith report the same
to the common council, whereupon
the common council shall without de-
lay certify the resolution fixing the
boundaries of any such street sprink-
ling district, and also the amount or
sum of money required to be raised
by taxation to defray the costs and
expenses of such street sprinkling, to
the city assessor, and the city asses-
sor  shall thereupon, without delay,
proceed to make a special assessment
roll wherein and whereon the city as-
sessor shall set down and alphabet-
ically arrange the names of all the
owners or occupants of the land and
premises in and within any- such

site each description such sum ‘as he
shall deem such description to De
benefited by such sprinkling, and in
such proportions that the
amount of -said assessments shall
equal the sum so required to be rais-
ed in said sprinkling district.
Section 9. It shall be the duty of
the board of public works to adver-
tise for tenders  for such street
sprinkling in each of the said dis-
tricts for the coming year and from
vear to year until otherwise ordered
by the common council. Bids may be
delivered, sealed, at the office of the
city clerk, at any time until the hour
of four o’clock in the afternoon of
the fourth Monday of April, and the

total -
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board of public works shall contract
with the lowest responsible bidder,
and after any such contract shall be
concluded, after the first contract,
the board of public works shall re-
port and certify the contract price of
sprinkling any such district to the
city assessor. The city assessor on
receipt of any such report shall make
or cause to be made each year a
special assessment roll for such
sprinkling district for the year in
which any such report shall be made,
according to the benefits received by
the several owners or occupants, as
provided in section four of this or-
dinance, and shall attach his certifi-
cate thereto and report the same to
the common council. The review of
such special assessment roll and the
collection of taxes thereon shall be
as provided in sections five, six and
seven of this ordinance.
