An Ordinance to Protect the Health

of the City of Ann Arbor; to pre-

scribe Regulations for the Estab-
lishment of Slaughter Houses, and
the Regulation of the Same, and

Providing a Penalty for the Viola-

tion of the Same.

The Common Council of the City
of Ann Arbor Ordain:

Section 1. Every slaughter house,
or other place for the slaughter-
ing of animals or the operation
at which animals are slaughtered
for the purpose of being used for
food, exhibited for sale as food and
for use zs food, within the limits of
of the City of Aan Arbor, shall be
construeted in accordance with the
following provisions:

The same shall consist of a sub-
stantial and suitable building well
lighted, containing a killing room, a
chill room, a cold storage and refriz-
erating room, and suitable pens,
chutes, ete., commensurate there-
with. The killing room shall bhe
adequate in size and the floor
of said Kkilling -+ room shall he

the
be

follows:
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of concrete not less than three inches
thick, cornected with sewer by means
of suitable traps, and duly equipped
with water seals, and constructed in
such a manhner as to secure perfect

drainage; it shall be provided with
hot and cold water, also tank for
scalding animals, together with an
ample supply of hose; it shall be
provided with runways, windlasses,
overhead trackage and system of
trolleys running from the killing

room into and connecting with chill
and cold storage rooms, by which
and upon which animals slaughtered
can be raised, lowered and carried
from killing room to chill room and
cold storage rooms without handling
same with hands; it shall ‘be amply
equipped with buckets, tubes and
other utensils and devices into which
the blood, offal and refuse shall be
placed and immediately removed with
out the necessity of handling with
hands; the walls, ceilings and parti-
tions in said building and the floor
of the same shall be constructed of
material susceptable of a high degree
of sanitation and easily kept so; all
apparatus, tools, knives and cleavers,
ete,, used in or about said building
shall be kept perfectly clean; said
room shail be provided with cuspi-
dors, toilets, tow:ls and soap for u:e
of employes working therein The
chill room shall be of adequate size;
the walls, partitions and ceilings of
said room shall be thoroughly insu!-
ated with approved material, and
equipped in such a manner that all
condensaticn shall take place above
carcasces and be promptly trapped
out of the building, thereby securing
as far as practicable dry refrigera-
tion; said constraction and equip-
ment shall be such that the approx-
imate temperature maintained shall ve
40 degrees Farenheit; it shall also be
equipped with overheua trolleys and
trackage, connected with the killing
rooms, and also with the cold storage
or refrigerating room, and the same
shall be sufficient in height and ca-
racity to permit all animals slaugh-
tered to be hung from the trolleys,
and no animal or portién of same
shall be placed on the floor or per-
mitted to rest thereon, and all ani-
mals and food products placed there-
in shall be handled with the hands as
little as possible,

Cold storage and refrigerating
rooms shall be of adequate size; and
shall be equipped with adequate sys-
tems of artificial lights; the walls,
partitions and ceilings of said room

shall be thoroughly insulated with
approved insulating material, and
con:structed in such a manner as to
produce dry refrigeration, and said

construction and equipment shall be

such that the approximate tempera-
ture to be maintained shall be 43 de-
grees FFahrenheit, 1t shall also be

connected with the killing room and
chill room by overhead trackage and
trolleys, which shall be sufficient in
height, size and capacity to permit
all animals killed and stored therein
to be hung from the trolley, and no
portion of same placed on the floor;
the walls, partitions and floor shall be
kept perfectly clean.

Section 2. No person or persons,
corporation or corporations shall er-
ect within the corporate limits of the
City of Ann Arbor, a building in
which animals are to be slaughtered
and prepared for market or human
food, unless the plans of suéh pro-
posed building are first approved hy
the.Health Officer of the City of Ann
Arbor, and a plan of such proposed
buildirg shall bhe filed with the Ciy
Clerk,

Section 3. Every owner, lessee or
occupier of a slaughter house in this
City shall at all times afford free ac-
cess to every part of said premises
to the health officer, or to any com-
mittee or member of the Commaon
Council, or its authorized agents, for
the purpose of inspecting such prem-
ises or contents.

Section 4. Every slaughter house
where animals are slaughtered to be
used as food, offered for sale, or sold
for food within the limits of the city
of Ann Arbor, shall he located at such
places as are permitted by the Com-
mon Council of the city of Ann Ar-
bor, and shall be so located as to
permit connection with the sewer
system and water service, and so it
shall be supplied with an adequate
supply of water for daily and con-
stant flushing and purifying the place,
with adeguate sewerage and drain-
age for the speedy removal of all
blood and other refuse from such
slaughtering, killing or rendering of
tallow and lard.
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Section 5. All slaughter houses
in which animals are slaughtered, to
be used as food, exhibited for sale,
or sold for food in the city of Ann
Arbor, shall be operated in accord-
ance with the following provisions:

A. No animal .ntended for slaugh-
ter shall remain on the premises or
premises immediately adjoining or
adjacent thereto over night, and not
more than 25 animals of any one
kind, shall be kept at any one time.

B. Npo cattle, sheep or swine shall
be killed for human food within the
limits of the City of Ann Arbor, while
such cattle, sheep or swine are in a
diseased, overheated, or feverish or
exhausted condition, No calf which
shall be less than four weeks old; no
pig, which shall be less than five
weeks old, and no lamb, which shall
be less than eight weeks old, shall ie
killed fcr human food, or same or
any part thereof shall be kept or of-
fered for sale in said City.

C. All tracks, traps and other re-
ceptacles, all chutes, platforms, racks,
tables, etc.,, and all knives, saws,
cleavers and other tools, and all uten-

sils, machinery and articles used In
moving, handling, cutting, chopping

or other process shall be thoroughly
cleaned before using.

D. No employee or other person
shall be permitted to expectorate on
the floor, and proper cuspidors which
will not readily upset shall be pro-
vided for employes in each room, and
shall be Kkept thoroughiy clean and
sanitary.

E. Water-closets and toilet rooms
shall be required for employes, and
such rooms shall e entirely separat-
ed from compartnients in which car-
casses are dressed, or meat food pro-
ducts are stored, placed, handled or
prepared. Such closets, etc., shall be
conveniently located, sufficient in
number , and shall be kep* in sani-
tary condition. Convenient and sani-
tary urinals and washstands shall be
provided,

F. The room in
meat food products
stored, packed or ostherwise handled
shall be free fro:n odors from toilet
rooms, catch barcins, tank rooms, etc.,
and shall be kept free from flies and
other vermin by screening or other
methods.

G. Meat and food

which meat or
are prepared,

products must
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not be permitted to fall on flpors, and
in the event of their having fallen,
the soiled portions must be removed
and condemned.

H. Only good clean water shall
be used in the preparation of carcass-
es, parts of meat, or meat food pro-
ducts, etc.

I. Each animal that is slaughtered
shall be required to remain in the
chill room and refrigerating room at
least twelve hours before same is de-
livered to owner, or used for food, or
offered for sale as food.

Section 6. No person or persons,
corporation or corporations, shall
bring or cause to be brought into, or
kept or offered for sale, in any pub-
lic or private market in this City, any
meat or dead animals, the flesh of
which is intended to be used for hum-
an fo.d, until such meat or dead ani-
mal shall have been fully and proper-
ly cooled, and until all blood shall
have ceased dripping therefrom. No
cased, blown, plaited, raised, stuffed.
putrid, impure or unwholesome meat
fish, bird or fowl shall be held,
bought or sold, or offered for sale for
human food, in any place in this City.

Section 7. The provisions of the
ordinance with reference to the
equipment , management and opera-

tion of slaughter houses shall apply
to all slaughter houses now in con-
struction or operation, or that may
hereafter be constructed or operated
and from and after thirty days from -
the time this ordinance shall become
operative, it shall be unlawful for
any person, firm, corporation, as-
sociation, butcher, vender of meat, or
any other person, to have any animal
slaughtered to be used as food, or
exhibhited for sale as food, or sold
tfor food, within the limits of the
city of Ann Arbor, at any slaughter
house not equipped, managed and
operated in accordance with the
provisions of this ordinance.
Section 8. From an. after thirty
days from the time this ordinance
shall become operative, it shall be un-
lawful for any person, firm, corpor:i-

tion, association, butcher or other
person to erect, establish, maintain
or operate any slaughter house

where animals are slaughtered to be
used as food, or offerea for sale as
food, or sold for food, within the lim-
its of the City of Ann Arbor, which
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slaughter house is not constructed,
maintained and operated in accord-
ance with all of the provisions of this
ordinance, and it is hereby declared
to be the duty of the health officer to
enforce the provisions of this ordi-
nance.

Section 9. Any violation of any
of the provisions of this ordinance
shall be punished by a fine to be im-
posed upon the ffender when duly
convicted thereof, not exceeding one
hundred dollars, and the costs of

. prosecution, and in imposing such
fine, the Court may make a further
sentence that in default of the pay-
ment of such fine, and costs, the of-
fender may hbe imprisoned in the
county jail of Washtenaw county, for
a period o. time not exceeding ninety
days.

And every day any person or per-
sons shall violate the provisions of
this ordinance, shall be deemed a sep-
arate offense.

Section 10. All ordinances or parts
of ordinances in the City of Ann Ar-
bor, inconsistent with the provisions
of this ordinance, are hereby repeal-
ed. Provided: that nothing in this
ordinance shall be construed to pr=-
vent any farmer from killing, dress-
ing or selling in the open market, un-
less diseased, any meat intended for
food that he has purchased, raised
fed or slawghtered.

Section 11. This ordinance shall
take effect ten days from Jegal pub-
lication.

This twenty-day test is absolutely
no criterion, as a test of a little longer
duration was conducted two years
ago, from Oct. 13th to November
13th, in which results showed a great-
er flow at the expiration of the time
than at the beginning. If these wells
are allowed to flow for a considerable
period of time there will be undoubt-
edly fluctuations, but under similiar
weather conditions the flow should be
practically the same.
