Sf ction 1. The location of the 
public market for faid city shall be

AM articles intended 
and held for sale on said m a r k e t 
may be offered for sale on Wed­
nesdays and Saturdays of each 
week. The opening hour for the 
market shall be 6 a- m. from April 
1st to October 31st, and 7 a. m.

On Wednesdays the closmg hour 
sha:i be 12 m (noon) and on Sat­
urdays 1 p. m. 

Section 3 It shall be the duty 
of the market master to superin­
tend said marke t and keep it 
thoroughly clean and in good or­
der, and to report to the Board of 
Public Works of said City suCh 
improvements or a l terat ions in or 
about such marke t as may be 
deemed necessary.

Section 6. I t .^.hall be unlawful 
for any person to «ell or offer for 
sale any art icle according to weiglit 
o'n said m a r k e t except by weigh­
ing the same with sca 'es or weig^hts 
in accordance with those au thor ­
ized by this Counc 1 in charge of 
the m a r k e t master . 

Section 7- It shall be unlawful 
for any person to sell or offer for 
rale on ^:a. d marke t any bu t te r in 
lumps or rolls unless each of such 
lumps or rolls be of some specified 
weight and shall be so marked .

Section 10- It shall be unlawful 
for any person occupying a s-tua-
tion for sale an the m a r k e t to a?-
low his horse or horses to remain 
hitched to any vehicle on or along 
the said m a r k e t place between tho 
hours of opening or closing of said 
marke t . 

Section 11. It shall be unlawful 
for any person occupying a s i tua­
tion for sale on said marke t to per­
mit amy refuse garbage, or t r ash 
of any kind whatsoever to remain 
on or near his si tuation for sale at 
the t ime of the closing of the m a r ­
ket. 

Section 12- A Marke t Commit tee 
composed of th ree per-sons serving 
w thou t pay, shall be chosen, two 
shall be appointed by the Mayor 
and one representa t ive shall he 
chosen by the Gardener ' s Associa­
tion for the t e rm of one year . It 
shall be the duty of said commit ­
tee to appoint the m a r k e t mas te r 
and to assist, in an advisory way, 
in the per formance of his duty.
