Report of Special Committee on
Gas Rates,

Mr. Alfred H. White, Chairman,
presented the follow.ng report:

Ann Arbor, Mich., Nov. 16, 1925.
To the Honorable, The Mayor and

Common Council of the City of

Ann Arbor, Michigan.
Gentlemen:

Your committee of five mem-
bers appointed by the Mayor pur-
suant to the resolution of the
C_uncil adopted July 6th, 1925,
for the purpose of meeting with
the Washtenaw Gas Company to
reach with them if possible an
agreement relative to the rates for
gas in the City of Ann Arbor, re-
ports as follows:

Your Commu.ttee
Campbell, Mayor,
steel City Attorney, and R. K.
Holland, Engineer, met with
representatives of the Gas Com-
pany on September 19th at which
time the Gas Company’s requests
for increased valuation, the in-
clusion of a going concern value,
increased working capital and in-
creased guaranteed rate of return
was put before the Committee. It
was agreed at thigs meeting that
al! of the data and information in
this matter be put before the Com-
mittee in writing. Following this
first meeting data covering the
details of costs and expenditures
of the operation of the Gas Com-
pany’'s properties obtained from
the books as audited by the Mich-
igan Public TUtilities Commission
together with an analysis of the
same and studies of the effect of
changes in the rate plan were
presented to and carefully studied
by your Committee.

On November 4th, 1925, your
Committee with Roscoe Bonisteel,
City Attorney and R. K Holland,
Engineer, formulated a tentative
schedule of the gas rate adjust-
ment, incorporating al'so some
modifications of the original gas
rate Commission’'s plan which the
seven Yyears experience in the
operation of the plan had shown
necessary in a clearer understand-
ing of its operation and applica-
tion.

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This tentative schedule was sub-
mitted to the Gas Company and a
final hearing was held by your

Committee with the Gas Com-
pany's representatives on Tues-
day, November 10th, at which

time the Gas Company presented
their objections to the tentative
schedule. The Committee care-
fully considered the objections and
requests of the (tas Company¥ and
adopted and offered to tne U

Company for their acceptance or
rejection a schedule which hau
been unanimously approved by the
Committee. The representatives
of the Gas Company finally agreed
to this schedule. Your Committee
recommends the adoption of this
mutual agreement between the
representatives of the Gas Com-
pany and the Committee of amend-
ments to the Gas Commission’s
plan of flexible rates as follows.

Mr. Ray K. Holland presented
the following statement:

The City of Ann Arbor or.gin-
ally granted to the Gas Company
a 30 year franchise on September
2, 1889, On March 5, 1917 the
City granted the Washtenaw Gas
Company a 20 year franchise from
and after January 1, 1918, and it
is this franchise under which the
Gas Company is at the present
time operating. Section 5 of this
franch.se contained a schedule of
rates which were not to be ex-
ceeded. This section contained
also a provision for rate revision
under this franchise. In January
1918, the Company applied for a
revision of rates because the war
condit.ons had forced the price of
coal, supplies and labor to a point
where the rates would not meet.
operating charges, In conformi-
ty with Section 5 a gas commis-
sion was appointed who complet-
1918,
and determined upon a plan of
flexihle rates—that is a rate which
adjusted itself between the Com-
pany and the Customers so that

the Company only got increased
earnings through lowering the
gas rates to the customers. This

flexible rate plan, sometimes call-
ed the Ann Arbor Plan, was de-
veleped by this Commission and
differs from any plan tried in this
or other countries, and as far as
I can learr is the only flexible
rate plan that has had any de-
gree of success In this country.

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Too much credit can not be giv-
en the Washtenaw Gas Company
and particularly to the late Harry
Douglas for the courage and fore-
sightedness in acquiescing to a
wholly new and untr.ed plan for
the flexibhle gas rates developed
by those having no connection
with the gas business. The Com-
mission had no precedent, of
course. in determining any part
of this rate plan, and extraordi-
nary conditions occurrng in 1920
made it necessary to increase the
scope and adjust the sliding scale
as lahor and materials had at that
time gone to a price making it
necessary for the Company to
charge under this plan $1.65 net
for primary gas. At that time,
however, because of the unusual
and unsettled cond.tions no con-
sideration was given to the gues-
tion of going value or added val-
ue to the Commission’s original
valuation which was admittedly
low.

Under the operations of this
plan the cstomers of the Gas
Companyvy pa'd $1.656 net primary
rate and %1 45 net secondry rate
for gas in 1920, with the Company
receiving slightly over 5 per cent
return on their valuation, decreas-
ing to a net rate of about $1.25
per. thousand primary and $1.05
per thousand secondary in 1924,
from whch rate a rebate was paid
to the primary and secondary
customers of the Company, Mean-
while the Company's total earn-
‘ngs had increased from the 5 per
cent on their valuation to nearly
8 per cent on this same valuation
rlus additions at cost.

A comparison of the rate paid
for gas in Ann Arhor with the
rategs pa’‘d in other cities as ob-
ta'nel from the 1923 report of the
Public Urtilities Commission is in-
teresting. Keeping in mind that
the net rate charged in Ann Ar-
hor is $1.26 primary, being the
first 5,000 cubic feet, and $1.05 sec-
ondary and the customer receives
a rebate on this rate. The City of
Owosso hag a net primary rate of
$1.65 for the first 10,000 cubic feet
and $150 secondary: The City of
Grand Haven an average rate of
about $1.85 per thousand. the city
of South Haven a net primary rate
of $2.01 for the first 3000 and $1.85
secondary. the City of Monroe
$1.55 primary for the first 10,000
and $1.50 secondary: The City of
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Pontiac where the gag sales are
substantially equal to Ann Arbor,
$1.32 for the first 100,000 ang $1.07
for the next 100,000; the City of
Lansing $1.25 primary for the first
100,000 and $1.00 secondary; the
City of Bay City $1.65 primary for
the first 5,000 and $1.50 secondary;
the City of Sault Ste. Marie $1.70
primary for the first 1000 and $1.65
secondary; and the City of Grand
Rapids with five time sthe gas
sales of Ann Arbor $1.11 primary
for the first 100,000 and $1.06 sec-
ondary. Ann Arbor's net rate to
the customers for 1924 was about
$1.13 primary and $0.93 secondary.
The figures that I have given for
other citieg are all on a fixed rate
irrespective of the advantages the
Company gained through decreas-
ing mater.al and labor costs, and
these rates hold until either the
Company or City apply for and ob-
tain a rate revision through the
Michigan Public Utilities Commis-
sion.

Relative to Report of Committee:
A number of these sections are
minor corrections to varify the op-
eration of the rate plan. From a
study of the Company’s operations
we find that the present rate
charged customers of $1.25 pri-
mary and $1.06 secondary will pro-
vide the revenue to meet all of the
requirements of these amend-
ments and give a rebate to the
customers at the end of the year.
The Washtenaw Gas Company has
heen very desirous that any ad-
justment to the rate would not
increase the primary and second-
dary gas rates of $1.256 and $1.05
that they hadg been charging cus-
tomers, and expect to see the time
within a year or so through gain
in efficiency of eoperation that will
permit them to make further re-
duction in this rate and still have
sufficient revenue to meet the re-
bate at the end of the year.
