| have always enjoyed Moss Hart's humor, his
gentle fun poking at the conventions and ste-
reotypes has always made me laugh. His most
remembered works were written with George F.
Kaufmann (who was also his croquet partner.
Hart was inducted into the croquet Hall of Fame
in 1949.) Moss Hart's first successful play was
about Hollywood and the movies. In this play
he moves to Broadway. Playwrights like nothing
more than to write about the theater. He directed
the play himself when it opened on Broadway
in November 1948. Those of us who work in the
theater feel a special kinship to these plays—
we know the types and the stereotypes por-
trayed. We hope that by presenting this work
we can pull the audience into our world and
they can enjoy it as much as we do. —TJ

About the Cast and Crew

David Andrews (Sidney Black) starred as Marc
Antony in Miss Poceta's fifth-grade class’s ver-
sion of Julius Caesar, and as Richard Nixon in his
own composition for hand-puppets in seventh-
gracle English.
