He was cut off out of the land of the living : 
for the transgressio n of Thy people was He 
stricken. 

But Thou didst not leave His soul in hell, 
nor didst Thou suffer Thy Holy One to see 
corruption . 

CHORUS-Lift up your beads, 0 ye gates, and 
be ye lift up, ye everlasting doors, and the King 
of glory sball come in. Wbo is the King of 
glory? Tbe Lord strong and migbty in battle. 
Tbe Lord of Hosts, He is tbe King of glory. 

SOPRANo-How beautiful are tbe feet of them 
tbat preacb tbe gospel of peace and bring glad 
tidings of good tbings. 

CHORus-The Lord gave tbe word. Great 
was the company of tbe preacbers. Their sound 
is gone out into all lands, and their words 
unto the ends of tbe world. 

BASS-Wby do tbe nations so furiously rage 
togetber? Wby do the people imagine a vain 
tbing? Tbe kings of the earth rise up, and the 
rulers take counsel together, against tbe Lord, 
and against His anointed. 

CHORus-Let us break their bonds asunder, 
and cast away their yokes from us. 

TENOR-He that dweJIetb in heaven sball 
laugb tbem to scorn; the Lord sball bave tbem 
in derision . 

Tbou sbalt break them with a rod of iron; 
Tbou sbalt dash them in pieces like a potter's 
vessel. 

*CHORUS AND AUDIENCE-HALLELUJAH! for 
the Lord God Omnipotent reigneth. 

The kingdom of this world is become the 
kingdom of our Lord and of His Christ; and 
He shall reign for ever and ever . King of Kings, 
and Lord of Lords. 

CHORus- Since by man came deatb, by man 
came also the resurrection of the dead .
